	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Josh 5:9-12). 

 Here we encounter the people of Israel as they enter into the Promised Land.  They celebrate the first Passover meal since the beginning of the Exodus which, along with their crossing of the Jordan, brings their long sojourn in the desert to an end.  They enjoy the produce of the new land, but we are not told how they got it.  Perhaps it is an indication of the continuing graciousness of God towards them.  Even without having yet cultivated the land, they were able to enjoy its fruits.  God’s gifts are never merited nor are they won by our own efforts.  The divine gifts are freely given and defy our human standards of calculation.



	

	Second Reading (2 Cor 5:17-21)


 The graciousness of God is a theme continued in Paul’s letter to the Corinthians.  We have been given the gift of reconciliation by God through the death and resurrection of Christ.  We have been put in right relationship with God but this gift is also a task to be completed.  We have to accept the gift and then put it into action in our relationships with one another.  Paul himself experienced this reconciling love of God profoundly in his own life and he is passionate about sharing this good news with others.  He wants his hearers to be equally committed and passionate in spreading the same good news.  Being an ambassador is not simply a matter of talking about what has happened or is happening.  It involves being a witness to the message proclaimed.  So, not only does the ambassador proclaim the message of reconciliation verbally, the message must be embodied in action.



	

	Gospel (Lk 15: 1-3. 11-32). 
  The familiar Lucan story of the Prodigal Son is much more than a call to repentance.  It is a great story of exile and return.  The First Reading gave details about the ending of the Exodus from Egypt, and the theme is now continued in a much broader perspective in this Gospel parable.  The final reconciliation of God’s people is now taking place, the final homecoming is already happening; and Jesus himself has a central part to play in this amazing restoration.  Significant members of Jesus’ audience resent the inclusion of so many unworthy folk in this great celebratory gathering but the God of whom Jesus speaks is more welcoming and more generous than most can begin to appreciate.  Such extravagant claims will bring the threat of death closer for him and incite his detractors to act on it.  Yet in him an even more profound restoration of life will occur, and the final reconciliation will be effected.  This will be a cause for celebration for his followers and a great impetus for them to become the ambassadors and witnesses for the ending of the estrangement that previously existed between God and God’s people.
