	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Is 43:16-21).


This passage is set in the context of the exile in Babylon.  The people are discouraged, destitute and tempted to lose faith in their God.  Therefore, they are in need of encouragement and consolation.  This is what Isaiah provides.  Their faith has already been severely tested, now it is time to renew and strengthen it.  So, Isaiah evokes an image of God who has done wonderful things in the past by bringing the people safely out of Egypt with great demonstrations of power and concern.  Remembering the deeds of God in the past is always a sound base on which to ground and renew the faith of the people.  But more is needed.  Isaiah reassures his listeners that this same God is still at work and will continue to be seen at work into the future, leading the people from their current exile into a new era of well-being and peace.  The people who experience the wonders of God’s favour will have fresh cause for rejoicing.



	

	Second Reading (Phil 3: 8-14).


 It is generally agreed that Paul was enduring some form of imprisonment when he wrote this letter to the Philippians, who in turn were experiencing their own sufferings at the hands of their fellow-citizens.  He builds up a statement of encouragement for them.  He calls them to strengthen their own bonds of unity and then goes on, as we find in the passage read today, to show that there is a unity in suffering for the Gospel and also joy that results in this, because one is led deeper into the mystery of Christ.  So, in their suffering the people of Philippi grow closer to Paul and all of them grow into deeper unity with Christ.


Therefore, when Paul speaks of knowing Christ Jesus, it is not intellectual knowledge that he has in mind, but the kind of knowledge that comes from personal engagement with Christ, which in turn makes the person to resemble Christ more in his or her own life.  It is Paul’s hope that he himself will be more fully conformed to the image of Christ so that he can confidently stand before God when his life has run its course.  God has made an offer which makes this possible, an offer that is far more effective than the Law, and it is a matter of receiving this gift with the responsibilities that accompany it.  One is called to accept the gift of right relationship with God which has been brought about by the death and resurrection of Christ.  Those who accept the gift and allow it to transform their lives will be like the prize winners who mount the podium on completion of the race to receive their crown of glory.



	

	Gospel (Jn 8:1-11).


The opening detail of this passage has Jesus withdraw to the Mount of Olives, presumably to pray, thus preparing for the demands of the day ahead.  Next morning a significant crowd gathers to hear Jesus preach in the Temple.


The scribes and Pharisees, the main opposition to Jesus, take up their places to stage their confrontation.  They produce a woman caught in the act of adultery in the midst of the gathering, more interested in how Jesus will apply the Law than in the plight of this woman.  Their hope is that the confrontation over the application of the Law will provide the necessary ruse to trap Jesus.  Jesus neither condemns nor condones her action, but challenges any of his antagonists who is himself without sin to cast the first stone.  In order of seniority, they depart, the leaders setting the example for the rest of the gang.


Eventually, Jesus is left alone to confront the woman.  Augustine commenting on this said: ‘Only two remain, the wretched woman and the incarnation of mercy’.  The dialogue is personal – the woman is from the outset treated as a person and afforded her dignity.  She is not the chattel, the status to which she had been reduced in the machinations of the scribes and Pharisees.  The respect that Jesus shows her is reciprocated in the way she addresses him as ‘Lord’.  It is in the context of this dignified exchange that Jesus can challenge her to sin no more.  While the men who gathered earlier would have easily taken her life, Jesus not only saves her life but offers her the possibility of the fullness of life in right relationship with God.
