	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Acts 10:34,37-43)

This speech of Peter occurs within the chapter that recounts the story of the Gentile, Cornelius and his baptism by Peter.  The speech contains key elements of the proclamation of the early Church – the connection between the earthly Jesus and the Risen Lord, the disciples’ witness to the death and the resurrection of Jesus, and the preaching of forgiveness of sin because of God’s redemptive act in Christ.  The narrative reminds us of Jesus’ ministry of preaching and healing.  Peter also speaks convincingly of the reality of the Risen Lord being the same Jesus the disciples knew, when he recounts that they ate and drank with him.  Their commission to proclaim the good news comes from Christ and so they are prepared to go to the ends of the earth with this joyful and powerful message.  The early Church preaches their profound belief that Jesus, the Risen Lord, now has the power to forgive sins and to offer new life to all.


	

	Second Reading (Col 3:1-4)


This letter, written late in the first century, offers a reflection on the mystery of Christ and the significance of our life in Christ.  These few verses identify the impact of the resurrection on Christian life.  Our minds and our hearts should be on heavenly things, transcending all that is earthly.  Presently, our life is hidden with Christ in God, but in the fullness of time, we will truly be with Christ in glory.  These exalted thoughts constitute a vision of who we are and what we can become in Christ.  They are the foundation of the admonitions and exhortations that follow.



	

	Gospel (Jn 20:1-9) 


Christian faith stands or falls with the resurrection of Jesus.  John, like the other gospel writers, recounts the appearances of the Risen Lord to the disciples.  The fact of the resurrection is important; the how is not.  In reality, the resurrection appearances seem to witness to what believers experienced and eliminate any attempts by writers to present consistency in the texts or to fill in the obvious gaps.  They contain elements of teaching that will prove vital for believers throughout the ages.


True to his gospel in which women play an important role in the ministry of Jesus, women have prominence here.  Mary Magdalene comes to the tomb and then goes for Peter and John who bear witness to what they have seen.  In the following verses (11-18), Mary will see the Lord and proclaim her faith in him.  Faith and proclamation go hand in hand for John.  But faith also leads to understanding.  Peter sees, believes, and then understands the resurrection of Jesus as a fulfilment of Scripture.  Herein lies the teaching for the Christian community.  Faith precedes understanding and one of the implications of faith, as seen in Mary’s response, is to proclaim the good news to others.
