THE MASS

A weekly series on the celebration of Holy Mass       No.  21

RECEIVING THE HOLY EUCHARIST

Has reverence been lost in our time?  It is amazing to observe the very casual manner with which many receive the Eucharist at Mass.  Perhaps they don’t realise what they are doing because if they did, they would never appear in the manner that they do, or hold out dirty hands, or not make the appropriate response.

There are also some who chew gum during Mass and then come up to receive the Eucharist.  We need to remember the Communion fast: an hour before Mass.  These are more than just rules and disciplines, they are attitudes which need to be taken on in order to prepare for this special gift and in order to reach out and touch the divine; that which is most sacred.  The hope is that if good Catholics receive the Eucharist with appropriate reverence then others will follow suit.  Will you set an example?

SINGING AND SILENCE
Receiving the Body and Blood of Christ is a powerful time for us. We sing a communion song, raising our voices in joy and thanksgiving for this gift that we have received. It is also important to be silent, to listen to Jesus and what he wants for us. We need both the singing and the silence to fully express our love for this gift we have just received: Jesus Christ, now present within us!

AFTER COMMUNION
When we return to our places we should spend time kneeling in prayerful thanksgiving.  The prayer of thanksgiving expresses gratitude to God for this extraordinary gift for which Jesus was willing to pay the ultimate price.  Then we should also ask the Lord present within us to strengthen us in the particular circumstances of our life ~ especially those to be faced that day on leaving the church at the end of Mass.  We also need to draw ourselves into the reality of the Jesus who lives in me.

After communion, the priest or deacon will place the remaining consecrated Hosts in the tabernacle. They are placed in there in order to take communion to the sick, and for times of private adoration of the Blessed Sacrament whenever the church is open. The ciboria that contained the Hosts and the chalices containing the Precious Blood are then purified by the deacon or Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion. Purifying the ciboria and chalices ensures that every particle and drop of the Body and Blood of Christ is reverently consumed before the vessels are washed.  After the vessels are purified, there is a period of silence to reflect and give thanks for the Lord’s gift of His Body and Blood. Then everyone stands while the priest prays the Prayer after Communion. This prayer is not a concluding prayer for the Mass! Instead, it is a prayer on our behalf that the communion we have received bring us spiritual strength and growth in holiness. At the end of the prayer, we all respond, “Amen.”

	First Reading (Acts 5:12-16).  

The twelve apostles (note the addition of Matthias, 1:15 ff) clearly subsist within a larger group known as ‘the faithful’.  It is the apostles who perform the ‘signs and wonders’ and Peter, in particular, is prominent among them.  Those who dare to come for healing are rewarded with a cure.  This sense of awe, which in turn causes people to distance themselves from the faithful, is related to the reference (v.14) to the increase in number of believers.


The power of God is seen in the work of the apostles, carried out in obedience to their commissioning.  In turn this leads to an increase in the number of believers (men and women).  The reference to Peter’s shadow may have paranormal implications.  The text deals with this by paralleling the sheer number of cures by the apostles (including Peter’s shadow) with the main theme, that of the belief of the individual: so, to be cured is a function of belief.


	

	Second Reading (Rev 1:9-13; 17-19).  

 In the opening lines the named author, ‘John’, explains to us how the Spirit seized him and what he witnessed thereafter.  He is told to ‘[w]rite down all you see in a book’ (v.11), a command which is repeated (vv.19-20).  The means by which this command comes is significant as the reference to a trumpet usually connotes the beginning of a theophany, which in turn is often associated with end times.


  He is ordered to do this task by ‘a Son of man’ (vv. 13-14) There is connection with an older form of literature, the Book of Daniel (see Dan. 7: 13), which renders this person as a man.  However the later Synoptic tradition clearly identifies this person as Jesus (Mt 8:20 etc.)  through the statements concerning death and resurrection. 


	

	Gospel (Jn 20: 19-31).  

The author underlines the drama of this post-resurrection encounter by noting that the doors were closed – for fear of the Jews (v.19).  Into the shuttered room ‘came Jesus [who] stood among them’ (v.20).  Quite how this happens isn’t clear: of more importance is the response of the apostles – ‘joy’, and the (repeated) phrase spoken by Jesus, ‘peace be with you’ (vv. 20 and 21).  Furthermore, it is Jesus resurrected in the body whom they see and meet, and it is the gift of peace after turmoil which is given and received.


What follows is the specific Johannine version of the commissioning of the disciples (vv. 22-23).  From the text ‘disciples’ refers to the whole group of believers rather than to a narrower definition (i.e., just the apostles).  We also meet Thomas, an ‘everyman’ figure, in that he doubts and then, presented with the reality, he believes – ‘my Lord and my God’ (v.28).  It also allows Jesus to speak about another dimension of belief, of those ‘who have not seen yet believe’ (v.29).
