THE MASS

A weekly series on the celebration of Holy Mass       No.  22

Recently there has been a considerable number of people leaving Mass after Communion or during Communion.  They cannot possibly be Fatima parishioners because parishioners know better ~ at least they ought to!  Those who leave Mass during Communion or immediately after Communion are breaking the Body of Christ!  

At the beginning of Mass we gather as an imperfect body, united through our common Baptism.  During Mass we work towards perfecting our union with one another by, not just receiving the Body of Christ, but by becoming the Body of Christ.  That is what happens when we receive Holy Communion; we become the Body of Christ.  It follows then, that any person who chooses to leave immediately after receiving Holy Communion is breaking the union which has been created through the Sacrament of the Eucharist.  We need to remember that through this sacred action we are in union with Christ and with one another!  You can’t have one without the other!

Therefore we must know that there can never be a selfish or individualistic reception of the Eucharist.  It contradicts what the Eucharist really is.  Those who have fallen into this bad habit of leaving immediately after having received the Eucharist must stop it!  

The Post Communion Prayer is precisely that ~ a pray of thanksgiving after Communion.  We all need to participate in it.  In some parishes there are announcements after the Post Communion Prayer.  These announcements can be frustrating for those parishioners who do not actively participate in the life of the parish (another contradiction!).  Announcements at the end of Mass is not the common practise in our parish so there is really no reason or excuse to leave Mass early.  In those parishes where it is, care should be taken that these announcements and not tedious and lengthy.  It could destroy the wonderful sense of inner peace, tranquillity and unity which the Eucharist creates.

The blessing at the end of Mass is given by the celebrant.  It is not his blessing but God’s; working through him.  The words he uses are “May Almighty God bless you.”  As he is at the Altar, the priest is God’s instrument in pronouncing his blessing upon his people.  This blessing is given and received with profound dignity and respect.  Next comes the Dismissal.  Having gathered together as community, brought into perfect union through the Eucharist, we are now sent out into the world to ‘glorify the Lord by your life’ or, as we used to say in the past ‘to love and serve the Lord’ which is what the Mass is all about.

Only when we begin to realise what exactly we are doing at Mass and what is happening around us and within us, can we begin to appreciate and experience the Mass.  There are those for whom Sunday Mass is an obligation to be fulfilled and the quickest, shortest and easiest way to ‘get it done’ is what appeals to them.  They have missed the point.  For those who choose to immerse themselves in this spiritual event there will always be great fulfilment and inner peace.

	Commentary


	

	First Reading (Acts 5: 27-32; 40-41).

Having already received the ‘yellow’ card, the apostles now received a ‘red’ from the high priest and are sent to gaol.  Released by an angel, the dawn finds them preaching in the Temple. One question running through this early section of Acts is: ‘what are we [the Sanhedrin/High Priest] going to do with these men?’ (4:16). One can almost taste the fear of the unknown territory that some of the existing elite are walking into as they deal with the Apostles.  The juxtaposition by the Author of Joseph/Barnabas and Ananaias and Sapphira; the apostle’s ‘release’ from gaol; and the respect shown to the apostles by the high priest’s men who bring them from the Temple to the meeting of the Sanhedrin make a very simple point: deal honestly with Jesus (and his followers) or reap the fearful whirlwind of your own self-deception.


The repeated warning from the high priest ‘not to preach in this name’ is linked to the accusation/fear that the apostles link Jesus’ death with the actions of the Sanhedrin.  While Peter confirms the root fear, their responsibility, he concentrates on the fact of Jesus’ resurrection due to ‘the God of our ancestors’ (v.30), and the figure of Jesus as ‘leader and saviour, [giving] repentance and forgiveness of sins through him to Israel’ (v.32).  Such passages stand as warnings to the contemporary Church in respect of their motivation for actions taken (or lack of action).



	

	Secon d Reading (Rev 5:11-14).

 Earlier, chapter 4 had situated this scene in the heavenly court and 5:11 reminds us that we are invited to share ‘John’s’ vision (unsure though we are of John’s identity).  He sees an incredible number of angels, animals and elders – and a large number identifying the worthiness of the Lamb.  We witness the whole of the living society of the earth praising God and the Lamb and note the elders prostrating themselves in an act of worship.  We may be reminded by the passage to render to Caesar what is due him and to God what he is due – worship, praise etc.  We may also consider the call to worship made to every creature – triggering debates about our stewardship of animals in society. 


	

	Gospel (Jn 21: 1-19).

In this appendix to John’s Gospel, we are given another post-resurrection story to consider (and to consider whether it is linked to the story in Luke (5:1-11) of the miraculous catch and Peter’s role as a ‘fisher of men’).  The words spoken –‘I’m going fishing’/ ‘we’ll come with you’ (v.3) – seem awkward, suggesting some stitching together of stories.  It is also awkward for another reason: if the disciples have been commissioned earlier (20-21 – better the ‘Great Commission’ in Matthew 28: 16-20) and then received the Spirit (20:22-23) would we not expect them to ‘be about their Father’s business’ rather than fishing?


No catch is made but with the coming of day and the prompting of a stranger, they net such a wonderful catch.  The identification of the stranger prompts Peter’s impulsive action: impulsive as nothing specific comes of it, no big hug or questions for Jesus. However, answers come during the meal: Jesus takes the bread and fish (fish already cooking and some of their fresh catch – another anomaly?) and we are told ‘they know quite well it was the Lord’ (vv.12-13).  There may be echoes here of Emmaus (Lk 24:13-35).  Answers also flow from Jesus’ close questioning of Peter, allowing him to reverse his three-fold denial and take on the task of looking after/feeding the flock.  This is also clearly linked to the development of an office of ‘shepherd’/’bishop’ (see Acts 20:28 and 1 Pet 5:2-4).  The ambiguous ending (v. 18) suggests Peter’s ‘vocation’ will be resisted by others and he will be blocked, even killed for the Kingdom.
