THE MASS

A weekly series on the celebration of Holy Mass       No.  23

Mass begins with the Greeting, Introductory and Penitential Rite from the Presider’s Chair.  At the conclusion of the Opening Prayer the focus shifts away from the Presider to the pulpit from where the Liturgy of the Word takes place.  Our focus remains on what is happening at the pulpit until the conclusion of the Prayers of the Faithful.  Then the Altar is prepared for the Liturgy of the Eucharist.  The Altar is only ever used for the Liturgy of the Eucharist.  Throughout this part of the Mass our focus is on the Altar and what happens there.  The Liturgy of the Eucharist concludes with the distribution of Holy Communion after which the Presider (or Celebrant or Priest) returns to the Presider’s Chair for the final part of the Mass: the Concluding Rite.

THE CONCLUDING RITE
The Concluding Rite of the Mass is very short but is nonetheless important! Following a period of silent reflection the congregation stands while the priest prays the Prayer after Communion.  

In some parishes the announcements are made after this prayer.  At Fatima we choose not to do this because it is our preference that the congregation, filled with a deep sense of the all powerful presence of the Lord within us and among us through the Blessed Eucharist, is able to keep that focus on what is for us so amazingly sacred.  

 The priest imparts God’s blessing before we are dismissed to “Go in peace glorifying the Lord by your love.”  Both the blessing and dismissal are important! We are given the graces of God’s blessing that we will need as we live out our lives during the week. Remember that it is God’s blessing made real for us through his priest.  It is not the priest’s blessing.  He says, ‘May almighty God bless you’.   Very often people are busy gathering their things together and getting ready for the great exodus.  Think about the power of this blessing in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit..  As God pours his blessing on us we make the sign of the cross, the great sign and symbol of our faith.  This should be done slowly, deliberately and reverently.   We began Mass in God’s great name Father, Son and Holy Spirit and by making the Sign of the Cross, now we conclude Mass in the same manner.  

The dismissal reminds us that the Mass may be concluded, but our call to live out our Catholic identity goes with us to work, school, our family and friends ~ wherever we go.  The work of the Mass is only beginning! Our experience during this Sacred Celebration should flow into every facet of our lives as we begin to live the Word and to allow Jesus within us to strengthen, guide and direct our lives.  Have you ever thought about taking the Real Presence of Jesus within you into our world?  

 While we have been dismissed, it is a mark of respect to allow the priest and assisting ministers to leave first.  The congregation should remain in church until the recessional hymn is concluded.  We began together, now we conclude and depart together.

	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Acts 13:14; 43-52).

Whilst this account of a first missionary journey by Paul in the company of Barnabas is not confirmed by Paul’s letters (perhaps confirmed by 2 Tim 3:11), it certainly confirms a major Pauline theme of preaching first to the Jews then to the Greeks.  We hear of Paul’s only sermon to the Jewish community (vv. 16ff not included in today’s text).  We note that whilst his words in the synagogue had been welcomed, even eliciting an invitation to preach the following week (v.42), the next Sabbath finds them preaching before the whole town – to both Jews and pagans.


In this context what follows (the Jews’ rejection of Paul’s words) seems a little odd.  Is it that the Jews genuinely reject the presence of non-Jews or the fact that Paul’s words are too valuable/’sacred’ for the non-Jewish audience; or might the whole scene be drawn by the author to grant permission for Paul legitimately to preach now and in the future to non-Jews (pagans/gentiles) having understood that the Jews had rejected his words (v.46)?


	

	Second Reading (Rev 7:9; 14-17).

 In an earlier text (7:1-8) it was just the Israelites who stood before the Lamb.  Now, the crowd which surrounds the Lamb is impossible to count (v.9) and is from every nation, tribe and tongue rather than just the chosen people.  All hold palms in their hands as a sign of victory (Palm Sunday remembered).


We jump forward in the text to listen to the explanation of an elder who acts like a commentator for the author and for us.  The faithful, persecuted in end-times, wear a robe which reflects their internal, spiritual state – their inner selves have been purified/transformed through their perseverance (possibly but not exclusively due to martyrdom) in pursuit of God’s presence. 


	

	Gospel (Jn 10:27-30).

The Jews are out to kill Jesus (7:1ff), yet he still makes his way privately to Jerusalem for  the Feast of Tabernacles, where he confronts those who wish him dead (7:20; 25), but his time had not yet come (7:30).  Against this backdrop are worked miracles (man born blind, 9:1ff); answers to pastoral situations: woman caught in adultery (8:3ff); and, Jesus speaks in symbols: living water (7:37); light (8; 12); and today, as the good shepherd.


The good shepherd (as opposed to the hired man) guards the gate to the sheepfold: entrance can only be gained (literally) through him, as he would sleep across the gate (10:7).  He leads them to good pasture (10:9): protects them against the thief (10:10); and leads others not of the Jewish faith (10:16).  All of this raises the question (10:25) of his identity, which he answers by alluding to his works.  The lack of belief of the questioners (10:26) identifies them because, as today’s gospel reminds us, ‘The sheep that belong to me listen to my voice…’(10:27).
