THE MASS

A weekly series on the celebration of Holy Mass       No.  24

The Mass Vestments

The Vestments used at Holy Mass were originally ordinary garments of the ancient Roman world.  Although the fashions of dress changed with the passing centuries, the priest continued to wear at the altar the ancient Roman costume of his predecessors.

The word "vestment" is from the Latin, and signifies simply clothing, but it is now used generally to denote the garments worn by the ministers of religion in the performance of their sacred duties.

Vestments are a sacramental -  that is, they are set apart and blessed by the Church to increase devotion in those who see and those who use them.  They are the uniform of the priest when he is "on duty," while he is exercising the functions of his ministry and using the sacred powers which he received at his ordination.

Liturgical Colours:

White:

The symbol of innocence and triumph (Apoc.3,5) It is used on all feasts of the joyful and glorious mysteries of our Lord's life (e.g. Christmas and Easter), on the feasts of our Lady, on the feasts of angels and of all saints who were not martyrs.
Red:

The colour of blood and fire, is used on all feasts of our Lord's Cross and Passion, on the feasts of the Apostles and of all martyrs. Red is also used at Pentecost and in Masses of the Holy Spirit, in commemoration of the tongues of fire of the First Pentecost.

Purple:

A symbol of penance and repentance. It is used during the penitential seasons of Advent and Lent, and on fast days and vigils.

Green:

The colour of growth and life, it is the symbol of hope and ongoing spiritual growth.  It is used on the Sundays after Epiphany and after Pentecost i.e. Ordinary Time.  This season focuses on the three-year period of our Lord's public ministry, and the Gospel passages, particularly on Sundays, recount His teachings, miracles, preaching, and other deeds during this time. All of these teachings and events encourage great hope in the mystery of salvation. We focus on the life He shared with mankind during His time on this earth, the life we share now with Him in the community of the Church and through His sacraments, and we look forward to sharing everlasting life with Him perfectly in Heaven. 
Rose:

This colour is permitted, in place of purple, on the third Sunday of Advent (Gaudete) and on the Fourth Sunday of Lent (Laetare), when the Church tempers the sadness of the penitential seasons with an invitation to rejoice in the goodness of God our Saviour.

	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Acts 14: 21-27).  

Paul and Barnabas reverse their route and revisit the towns where they have recently preached.  We may note that this is not a victory parade as they were earlier forcibly ejected, which suggests the author may be convicted of a little ‘spinning’ of previous material.  The task is to ‘put fresh heart into the disciples’ (v.22) – it would seem that their ‘honeymoon’ period was over, that first burst of energy and joy in being called to the Lord’s service.  Paul offers them consolation, noting that we all experience hardships before we enter God’s Kingdom (v.22).


Perhaps to bolster the situation, the author has Paul choosing and appointing elders (presbytroi) using the method, often lost to today’s Church, of prayer and fasting.  Whilst this may be the author’s construct, it points to the existence of a very early, simple structure to governance in the early Church.  On their arrival back at Antioch, Paul and Barnabas give an account of their journey, noting in particular how God ‘had opened the door of faith to the pagans’ (v.27)



	

	Second Reading (Rev 21: 1-5).  

 We are presented with the seventh and last vision in a series of visions of the ‘last things’.  ‘Things’ have changed dramatically, the old earth, heaven and sea have gone and John sees the new heaven and earth, the new Jerusalem (the earthly city had recently been destroyed at the time of writing of this text), where God walks with humankind.  Their relationship is clearly covenantal (‘they shall be his people and he will be their God’ v. 3); and eschatological (‘the new Jerusalem…as beautiful as a bride all dressed for her husband’ – vv. 2-3).


The voice from the throne is, again, used to comment on these events: the new relationship between God and humankind is located in eschatological time.  The sea (aligned with the antichrist and death) is no more and old promises (Old Testament promises) are remembered (in the form of the ‘He…’ statements). 


	

	Gospel (Jn 13: 31-35).  

The departure of Judas from the meal (‘night had fallen’, v.30) is the trigger for Jesus to make a number of clear statements.  The first involves the announcement of the glorification of the Son of Man, and in him, of God (v.31).  The second concerns a clear reference to the proximity of Christ’s passion and death (v.33) – spot the missing line in The Sunday Missal (Collins).  As he will not be around to guide his ‘little children’ (v.33) Jesus gives them the now familiar (repeated at 15:12-17) command (and third statement) to love one another as he has loved them.


In the eyes of the author, Jesus will demonstrate that his passion and death is the scaling of the summit of this command. It is self-offering rather than the ‘commandment’ dimension which is of importance and it is this offering of self, this putting oneself second to others, which differentiates a member of the Christian community ( a true disciple, v.35) from those outside of it.
