THE MASS

A weekly series on the celebration of Holy Mass       No.  25

VESTMENTS USED BY THE PRIEST

	ALB:  This vestment derives its name from the Latin word for white – albus.  It is a development of the Greco-Roman tunic which was worn by Roman men and reached the ankles and wrists.  In putting on the alb the priests is, as it were, putting on Christ in whose place he stands at the altar.  The Alb covers the priest completely revealing only his head, hands and feet.  He prays:  'Clothe me, O Lord, in the vestment of salvation; and the tunic of righteousness: and encompass me forever with the garment of gladness through Christ our Lord.'  The colour white symbolises purity of body and soul.

CINCTURE:  Also known as a girdle.  The cincture is a liturgical vestment, worn encircling the body around or above the waist ( illustration above). It is a rope-like cord with tassled or knotted ends, tied around the waist outside the alb. The colour may be white, or may vary according to the colour of the liturgical season.  Priests and bishops usually have the knot of their cincture in front of them; the loose ends are often passed around the stole and tucked through the waist of the cincture at each side. When the cincture is tied in the front and the ends draped on either side, it is called a Roman Knot. Besides its functional role in securing the alb and stole, the cincture bears a symbolic role, signifying chastity and purity.  The priest prays: 'Gird me, O Lord, with the cincture of faith through Christ our Lord.'
	STOLE:  The stole consists of a band of colored cloth, about seven and a half to nine feet long and three to four inches wide.  The centre of the stole is worn around the back of the neck and the two ends hang down parallel to each other in front, either attached to each other or hanging loose. The stole is almost always decorated in some way, usually with a cross or some other significant religious design. The word stole derives via the Latin stola. The stole was originally a kind of shawl that covered the shoulders and fell down in front of the body.  It is the symbol of priestly office and is always worn by the priest when celebrating Mass, Baptising, Anointing the Sick, Confessions, Funerals, Marriages and other liturgical functions.
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	CHASUBLE:  The chasuble is the outermost liturgical vestment worn by priest or bishop for the celebration of Holy Mass.  It the vestment proper to the priest celebrant at Mass and other sacred actions directly connected with Mass  The chasuble is worn over the alb and stole.  Like the stole, it is normally of the liturgical colour of the Mass being celebrated.  The chasuble originated as a sort of conical poncho, called in Latin a "casula" or "little house," that was the common outer traveling garment in the late Roman Empire. The traditional symbol of the chasuble is Charity which covers a multitude of sins as this vestment covers the individuality of the priest with the priestly role of Jesus Christ the High Priest in whose place he stands.  The priest prays:  'Your yoke, O Lord, is sweet; and Your burden light; grant that I may so avail to wear it so as to obtain Your grace through Christ our Lord.'

	First Reading (Acts 15: 1-2 ,22-29).

This is an abbreviated account of Luke’s conference at Jerusalem that is intended to show his audience just how amicably, in the Holy Spirit, all the difficulties that confronted the earliest generation of Christians were resolved in harmony and a spirit of love.  Luke sets it out with two purposes: first, to show that the gentiles are equally part of Christ as those Christians who were converts from Judaism; and second, as a model to Christians in his own time about how they should resolve their quarrels over how Christians should live, how they should resolve their ritual squabbles, and how they should welcome all other Christians from the whole Church.


As it is found in today’s reading the text lacks coherence and is hard to follow (e.g. circumcision is mentioned in the opening verses and then we hear nothing more about it in what follows), so it is probably best to draw little attention to the details but to point out that it is part of Luke’s message that all disputes between Christians should be sorted out in patient conference and in mutual love.


	

	Second Reading (Rev 21: 10-14, 22-23).

This is the vision of the final Church: the perfect gathering of all the followers of the Lamb in the New Jerusalem.  In reinterpreting the vision of the new city from Ezekiel, the author places Jesus as not only the End of the history of Israel, but extends that to being the End of all humanity.  This is the theme of ‘I am the Alpha and Omega’ which has a place in the liturgy at Easter by being inscribed on the Paschal Candle. 


	

	Gospel (Jn 14: 23-29).

This is part of the conclusion to one Last Supper discourse in John where Jesus speaks about his departure, and how he will remain present to his community.  He has two gifts to the Church: the Holy Spirit, and peace.  The Spirit is one who continues the teaching of Jesus by keeping it in the memory of his disciples, and does not introduce a new or additional teaching.  Peace is the gift that enables them to remain in love with each other and with the Father.
