	First Reading (Acts 7:55-60).

 Luke draws together many bits of tradition here and welds them into his overall story.  Stephen must have held some position of authority within the Jerusalem church (in6:5 he is fitted into Luke’s image of authorised apostolic authority by being one of the ‘original’ deacons) and clearly he was already venerated as the protomartyr.  Luke takes this tradition and fits it into a pattern of witness to the resurrection in Jerusalem and Judea, and then with a single phrase moves the story forward by introducing Saul/Paul who will take that witness beyond Judea.  So the death of the first witness forges a link to the next step in the plan of witness by which the resurrection is preached ‘to the ends of the earth.’.


	

	Second Reading (Rev 22:12-14; 16-17; 20).

This is a part of the picture of the heavenly Jerusalem of the saints.  Within Christian reading, as opposed to its apocalyptic original setting, it is the image of the eschaton which is anticipated in the liturgy – note the liturgical touches such as the washed/white robes of the baptized.


	

	Gospel (Jn 17:20-26).

This is the final part of the great prayer to the Father that John locates at the Last Supper.  The context is the ‘hour’ of Jesus when he goes before the Father and offers the prayer which establish his people as the people of the New Covenant.  Within Christian understanding all our prayer takes place ‘in Christ’ and here John portrays Christ presenting the whole of the Church’s prayer, as his own, to the Father.
