A FEW MATTERS OF DISCIPLINE

Punctuality:  Many parishioners (usually the same ones) have been regularly late for Mass over the past months. THE GIFTS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

The revelation of the gifts of the Holy Spirit is rooted in the prophecy of Isaiah about the coming Messiah: "A shoot shall sprout from the stump of Jesse, and from his roots a bud shall blossom. The spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him: a spirit of wisdom and of understanding, a spirit of counsel and of strength, a spirit of knowledge and of fear of the Lord, and his delight shall be the fear of the Lord" (Is 11:1-3).  While the prophecy of Isaiah pertains specifically to the Messiah, the Teaching of the Church is that these gifts are extended to all of the faithful through the sacraments of Baptism and especially Confirmation (Catechism, No. 1303).  St. Paul taught, "We know that by turning everything to their good God co-operates with all those who love him, with all those he has called according to his purpose.  They are the ones he specially long ago and intended to become true images of his Son. (Rom 8:29-30), indicating that through the grace of these sacraments a person takes on an identity with Christ and shares those gifts proper to His role as the Messiah (at least those which are communicable to us).
The Gifts of the Holy Spirit are: wisdom, understanding, counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear of the Lord.

Your NSG leader will be in contact with you regarding weekly faith-sharing on the Gifts of the Holy Spirit which will commence the week after the Feast of the Holy Trinity.

THE MASS

A weekly series on the celebration of Holy Mass       No.  26

SACRED CLOTHS AND VESSELS USED AT MASS
	CHALICE:  Contains the wine which, in the celebration of Holy Mass, is transformed into the Blood of Christ.  The chalice is placed on the altar at the Offertory which is the beginning of the Liturgy of the Eucharist
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	CIBORIUM:  Similar in appearance to the chalice.  It contains the hosts (bread) which is changed into the Body of Christ at Holy Mass.  The ciborium had a lid which seals the sacred hosts placed in the tabernacle.
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	PATEN:  A silver of gold plate upon which the celebrant places the large host used at Mass.  He raises the paten and the chalice during the doxology at the end of the Eucharistic prayer:  Through Him and with Him and in Him …. 
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	CRUETS:  These are the little containers that holy the wine and water brought in the Offertory Procession and poured into the chalice.  
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	PURIFICATOR:  This linen cloth folded in three is used wipe the rim of the Chalice after each communicant.  It is also used to cleanse or purify the chalice after Communion.  The purificator usually has a red or white cross in the middle.

FINGER TOWEL:  Also a linen cloth folded in either three or four but with a red or white cross at the bottom.  It is used by the celebrant to dry his fingers during the Offertory when he says the words: ‘Lord wash away my iniquity and cleanse me from my sins.’

	CORPORAL: From the Latin word ‘Corpus’ meaning ‘Body’.  The Corporal is placed in the middle of the Altar so that the Consecrated Chalice and Ciborium may be placed on it.  It is folded inwards after Mass so that any particles of the Sacred Host which may have fallen on it are not brushed onto the altar cloth of the floor.
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	PALL:  A cloth covered square board placed over the chalice to cover it during Mass, especially after the Consecration.
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	CHALICE VEIL: This veil, in the liturgical colour of that particular Mass or season is placed over the chalice prior to the chalice being placed on the Altar at the Offertory for the Liturgy of the Eucharist.
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CREDENCE TABLE:  All the Sacred Vessels and cloths to be used at Mass are placed on this table until the Liturgy of the Eucharist.  The purification of the Sacred Vessels after Communion also takes place at the Credence Table.

	Commentary

	

	First Reading.(Acts 2: 1-11))  Luke begins his account of Pentecost by linking the event with the fulfilment of Jesus’ promise in Luke 24:49 and Acts 1:4-5.  Pentecost was an agricultural feast but was later identified with the giving of the Law on Sinai.  For Luke Pentecost means the start of a mission to the entire world which obliterates every human division and has the Spirit as its driving force.  The fire and the great sound relate to the covenant-making on Sinai (see Ex 19:16.18)


The international list of Jews and proselytes, as well as the use of ‘confused’ and ‘parted,’ link Pentecost with the Tower of Babel (see Gen 11:7,9; Deut 32:8).  But here the outcome is vastly different – unity, not confusion, ensues.  The remark in Acts 2:13 that the disciples were filled with new wine suggests an original background of speaking in tongues, glossolalia.  Quite likely Luke has transformed such frenzied ecstatic speech into a speaking in other tongues.  It is this gift of the Spirit that inaugurates the Church, impelling the community to begin preaching the Word.



	

	Second Reading. (1 Cor 12:3-7, 12-13).  Corinth was a divided community.  Factionalism, rather than unity, predominated.  To offset this Paul develops his thought on the role of the Spirit.  Where diversity is all too evident (gifts, ministries, works), Paul insists on unity, explaining that they are all manifestations of the one Spirit.  For Paul, a gift is never a personal patrimony; it is a communal treasure.  When multiplicity is all too apparent (Jew/Greek, slave/free), Paul emphasizes the oneness of the body of Christ.  By drinking of the one Spirit, the various members proclaim their solidarity.


	

	Gospel.  
(Jn 20: 19-23) John collapses Resurrection/Ascension/Pentecost into the happenings of Easter Sunday (see 20:17, 19).  ‘Peace’ is not just a greeting.  It conjures up the divine presence (see Judg.6:23) that will become permanent in the bestowal of the Spirit.  The stress on the wounds suggests continuity between the crucifixion and the resurrection.  The disciples’ reaction is one of faith (‘the Lord’).


In v. 21 Jesus makes his relationship with the Father the model for their mission.  They will thus continue Jesus’ mission by offering life to all believers (see in 6:39-40).  Breathing symbolizes a new creation (see Gen 2:7).  Moreover, the presence of the Spirit resolves the problem of the absence of Jesus.  The disciples will exercise their mission by forgiving/binding sins, forcing people to judge themselves.  (For John ‘sin’ has a special meaning – the refusal to believe in Jesus.)  John does not mention how this power will be exercised.  He speaks of the disciples, not the Eleven.  One should note that all the disciples come under God’s new creation in v.22.
