SUNDAYS AND HOLY DAYS OF OBLIGATION

The Catholic Church obliges all its members to attend Holy Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation (in South Africa these are:  Ascension, Assumption – 15 August and Christmas).  Failure to attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation (except when incapacitated or unable to attend) results in serious sin being incurred.  You may (or may not be aware) that nobody may receive Holy Communion whilst in a state of grave or serious sin which has to be confessed in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

A FEW MATTERS OF DISCIPLINE

Punctuality:  Many parishioners (usually the same ones) have been regularly late for Mass over the past months.  We encourage everyone to be seated and ready for Mass at least 5 minutes before Mass begins.  During May we are praying a decade of the Rosary before Mass and invite you to come early to participate in that.  On the Feast of Corpus Christi (Sunday 13 June) the Blessed Sacrament will be exposed for half an hour before each Mass.  Please come extra early to spend some time in prayer before the Blessed Sacrament on this special feast.

Food in Church:  We have noticed that many parents are bringing snacks to feed their children with during Mass.  This is not a good idea!  Children should be taught that the church is a special, sacred place ~ not a place for eating and drinking.  This excludes little babies who have to be fed!

Please note that Confessions on Saturdays are AT 11.00am and AT 4.30pm ~ not FROM.
FEAST OF CORPUS CHRISTI

In celebrating the feast of the Body and Blood of Christ next Sunday, the Archdiocesan Liturgy Commission has recommended that the Blessed Sacrament be exposed for adoration for 30 minutes before each Mass.  We encourage everyone to come earlier to Mass next Sunday to spend some time in prayer and adoration before the Blessed Sacrament.  This request for this feast in particular comes in the light of revelations of sexual and other abuse perpetrated by clergy and religious in the Church and in which many children and teenagers (and as a consequence many families) have been the victims.  The actions of a few have impacted seriously on the most vulnerable in our Church and injured the Church, Body of Christ.  We ask our people to join in prayer for the healing of these individuals and families and for Christ’s Body the Church.

SHARING THE GIFTS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

Over the next seven weeks the Neighbourhood Support Groups in our parish will be meeting on a weekly basis for neighbourhood faith-sharing on the Gifts of the Holy Spirit.  We invite every parishioner to join in this experience of coming to know the Gifts of the Holy Spirit as well and being able to identify these gifts within ourselves and, as the Spirit guides us, to share these with one another for the building up of the community.

THE MASS

A weekly series on the celebration of Holy Mass       No.  27

HOW THE MASS DEVELOPED

At first the Mass was a simple service that took place after a meal, as at the Last Supper.  The meal was the “agape” and the eucharistic service was called the “breaking of the bread” or the “Lord’s Supper”.  In Jerusalem the first Christians continued to attend the temple together in order to heard the Word of God from the Jewish Scriptures (Old testament), but then “met in their homes for the breaking of bread; they shared their food gladly and generously, they praised God and were looked up to by everybody.” (Acts 2:46).  We read of Paul’s visit to Troas :  “On the first day of the week, when we were gathered together to break bread, Paul talked with them …”  (Acts 20: 7ff).

Soon, however, abuses crept in, and gradually the eucharistic service was separated from the agape-meal:  (Read 1 Corinthians 11, 17-22.)

When the eucharistic meal became a separate service and gradually took on a regular form, it was begun by the reading of the Word of God and prayers.  The Christians at first had continued taking part in the Jewish service of prayer, word and instruction in the temple or synagogue;  now this became a part of their own service in their homes.  We saw how the gospels came from the narratives, prayers and hymns used at worship, and the epistles were written to be read at the assembly’s worship.

The early Christian writer St. Justin (whose feast we celebrate on Tuesday 1 June) has left us the first full description of a  Christian Mass celebration, about the year 150 at Rome :

… and on that day which is called after the sun, all who are in the towns and in the country gather together for a communal celebration.  And then the memoirs of the apostles or the writings of the prophets are read, as long as time permits.  After the reader has finished his task, the one presiding gives an address, urgently admonishing his hearers to practice these beautiful teachings in their lives.  Then all stand up together and recite prayers.  After the end of the prayers … the bread and wine mixed with water are brought, and the president offers up prayers and thanksgivings, as much as in him lies.  The people chime in with an Amen.  Then takes place the distribution, to all attending of the things over which the thanksgiving has been spoken, and the deacons bring a portion to the sick.  (He had previously remarked, “…this food itself is known amongst us as the Eucharist.  No one may partake of it unless he is convinced of the truth of our teachings and is cleansed in the bath of Baptism…”)  Besides, those who are well-to-do give whatever they will.  What is gathered is deposited with the one presiding, who therewith helps orphans and widows… (Justin Martyr, First Apology, c.67).

	Commentary

	

	First Reading. (Prov 8: 22-31). 

Wisdom, according to Proverbs, is practical knowledge, the art of succeeding in all the aspects of human life: physical, intellectual, ethical, professional, personal, political social, spiritual, religious.  The ‘calling of this wisdom is an invitation which – to be effective – must be heard, listened to, received, appropriated, assimilated.  Characterised as a woman, it represents a supreme human value, a fitting partner in a personal, profound, intimate, joyful, fulfilling relationship.  As Yahweh’s first and principal creature, she belongs especially to him and has a unique relevance for the rest of creation.  Her permanent presence with Yahweh at his making of the universe – described in terms of ancient cosmology – gives her a singular knowledge of his workmanship, as she illustrates by her eloquent poetic speech.  Her delight to be with Yahweh exemplifies the response which he desires from all his creatures.  Her pleasure in humanity expresses her joyful awareness of her vocation as the vehicle of the happiness which is the fullness of human life.



	

	Second Reading (Rom 5:1-5). 

Although by faith, through Jesus, we already enjoy a full right, favourable relationship with God, we are still moving forward to the final realisation of God’s saving plan for us: the ‘glory of God’, which will be the manifestation both of God and of our life in God.  We express this ‘hope’ joyfully in our ‘boasting’, which afflictions serve to enhance rather than diminish.  ‘The love of God’, which guarantees our hope, is God’s attitude of giving towards us, shown in the gift of Jesus for us.  Since this love is essentially altruistic, in us it is necessarily for others and is a variant of ‘the glory of God’: for God is love.  The image of ‘pouring’ suggests ideas of abundance, pervasiveness and emanation.  The ‘heart’ is the biblical symbol of interiority, understanding, personal appropriation and love.  Just as God has established our present relationship through Jesus, given up for us’, so God makes certain our hope through the Holy Spirit who is given to us.  Our life in God is ‘trinitarian’, we are related with the divine Trinity of God (the Father), Jesus (the Son) and the Holy Spirit by the divine gifts of faith, hope and love.



	

	Gospel (Jn 16:12-15). 

The ‘many things’ which Jesus still has to tell the disciples are ‘the things to come’, the crucial events of his ensuing suffering, culminating in his death.  The ‘Spirit of truth’ is the Spirit of Jesus, because Jesus is the truth (Jn 14:6), the revelation of God in person.  The whole truth ‘in’ which the Spirit will lead or guide the disciples is the one and only truth which Jesus has or will have revealed to them, by his oral teaching, his life and his death.


The Spirit’s ‘announcing’ will be his explaining this truth in which the disciples already live; it will be a process of enabling the disciples to understand, to appreciate, to assimilate, to appropriate this truth.  His ‘glorifying’ Jesus will be his clarification of Jesus.  He will not disclose anything quantitively new beyond what Jesus, God’s definitive Word, has spoken.  For what he ‘receives’ he receives from Jesus, just as everything that Jesus has he has from the Father.  Through the activity of the Spirit the disciples will have continuous access, through Jesus to the Father.  Their lives will be ‘trinitarian’.
