	Commentary

	

	First Reading. (Gen 14:18-20).

Melchizedek’s presenting bread and wine to Abram returning from the defeat of the four kings and the rescue of his kinsman, Lot (Gen 14:1-17), is an invitation to Abram to enter a covenant with the king of Salem, sealed by a meal celebrating the fellowship between the two leaders.  Milchizedek’s prayer of blessing is a priestly act on Abram’s behalf, by which, on the one hand, he voices Abram’s recognition that his success was a gift to him from God the Most High and, on the other hand, he acknowledges God the Most High as the author of this success.  While this prayer proclaims orally that God the Most High, the maker of heaven and earth, is a partner in the covenant between Melchizedek and Abram, the exchange of this God’s gifts, in the form of Melchizedek’s  bread and wine and Abram’s tithe of the booty taken during his campaign expresses this partnership in actions.



	

	Second Reading. (1 Cor 11: 23-26).


Reprimanding some members of the Corinthian Church for selfish behaviour at their celebration of the Lord’s Supper, Paul reminds them that the original Lord’s Supper was a meal at which Jesus presided as the one who was about to be ‘handed over’ as the Servant of Yahweh (Is 52:13-53:12).  His ‘thanks-giving’ was his act of gratitude to God for the bread which, in breaking, he interpreted as his body to be surrendered in death on behalf of his disciples.  Likewise, he presented the wine as the blood of the new covenant, announced in Jer 31:31-33, which he would seal in his death.


The ‘remembrance’ which he commanded his disciples to do is the one act of making him present, in the total reality of his life, death and resurrection, and of actually participating in that reality, of really communing with him.  To act egotistically while ostensibly proclaiming the Lord’s selfless and unlimited giving of himself is a flagrant contradiction of the meaning of this event.  The reference to the Lord’s ‘coming’ emphasises that the Jesus who gave himself in death is the risen, living, exalted Lord. 



	

	Gospel.(Lk 9:11-17)


Jesus’s feeding of the five thousand is the climax of a day on which he welcomes the crowds and teaches them about the kingdom of God.  Like the curing of those in need of healing, this feeding is a sign by which he reveals that God wills the total welfare of the whole human person and of all humankind.  This generous hospitality is contrasted and ironically emphasised by the selfish, unaccommodating attitude of ‘the twelve’, who are meant, being commanded to feed the crowd from their own provisions, to be the first to learn, as ‘disciples’, from their teacher’s attitude and behaviour.  They act as Jesus’s agents, he being the host and performing the role of a president at a formal meal: ‘taking’, ‘blessing’, ‘giving’.


The contrast between the disciples’ meagre input and Jesus’s abundant, extravagant, excessive output demonstrates that God is working through Jesus, who does not merely fulfill human needs but satisfies all the truly human desires of everyone, as he shows in providing a meal which evokes the end of time banquet announced in Isa 25:6-8.



SUNDAYS AND HOLY DAYS OF OBLIGATION

The Catholic Church obliges all its members to attend Holy Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation (in South Africa these are:  Ascension, Assumption – 15 August and Christmas).  Failure to attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation (except when incapacitated or unable to attend) results in serious sin being incurred.  You may (or may not be aware) that nobody may receive Holy Communion whilst in a state of grave or serious sin which has to be confessed in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.
