	Commentary

	

	

	First Reading. (2 Sam 12:7-10,13).

In this scene from Second Samuel, Nathan has just finished the parable of the little ewe-lamb.  When David angrily reacts to the parable by demanding justice, the prophet solemnly announces: ‘You are the man!’ In verses 7-8 the author recites God’s graciousness to David in granting him the throne of Saul, the latter’s wives, and the united kingdom of Israel and Judah.  In verse 9 he contrasts such graciousness with David’s spurning of the Lord.  The precise sins are baldly stated: murder and adultery.  The judgment follows in verse 10,i.e., the sword will always threaten the house of David.


David’s acknowledgement of his sinfulness is telling.  He refuses to deny responsibility.  He has offended not an impersonal will but a highly personal God.  At this point Nathan intervenes.  Although both murder and adultery call for the death penalty, God nevertheless will forgive David, demanding instead the death of the child of the adulterous union.



	

	

	Second Reading – (Gal. 2:16, 19-21)

Paul reacts to the policy of those who sought to impose Judaism on Gentile converts by reiterating his basic teaching.  ‘Law’ means the entire Mosaic Law, hence an external norm that had no power to effect internal uprightness with God.  Faith in Jesus Christ – and hence acceptance of his revelation – alone makes a person right with God.  For Paul freedom from the Law is due to the crucifixion and death of Christ.  The Christian shares this liberating experience and is, therefore, alive with a new type of life that was impossible before.  However, if such a dynamism could result from the Law, then Jesus’ death was pointless.


	

	Gospel.(Lk 7:36-8:3)



The contrast between Jesus and Simon is stark.  Simon recognizes Jesus as a teacher, perhaps as a prophet.  He forgoes the outward signs of a warm Near Eastern welcome.  He then sits in judgment on both Jesus and the woman.  The woman is obviously a sinner and, therefore, to be avoided.  Jesus, however, welcomes the demonstrations of affection and hence cannot be a prophet.  Simon has set limits to the forgiveness of sins.  Jesus, on the other hand, recognizes that, though the woman’s reputation remains her life has completely changed.  He consequently welcomes the affection lavished by the woman since her faith has prompted her sorrow.  To make the point clear to Simon, Jesus tells a parable wherein gratitude to the forgiver is in proportion to the sins forgiven.  The woman is forgiven much, as is obvious from the fact that she has loved much.  For Jesus, the kingdom means to set no limits to God’s ability and willingness to forgive.  Simon and Jesus differ because their understandings of the kingdom differ.


In 8:1-3 Luke has Jesus continue to break down barriers associated with a false understanding of the kingdom.  Here the barrier is women in general.  Rejecting the usual rabbinical practice of not having women pupils, Jesus associates the women with the Twelve.  At the same time, Luke is also preparing for the women’s role of witness in the passion-resurrection account.  Some of the women, e.g., Joanna, were women of means.  It is hardly by accident, therefore that Luke later speaks of the role played by prominent women in the early Church (see Acts 17:4).
