	First Reading. (1 Kgs 19:16.19-21).

Obeying Yahweh’s instructions, Elijah finds Elisha and throws his cloak over him as a sign that he has been appointed as the prophet’s successor.  Elisha’s activity at the time indicates that he is not a professional prophet but plies an ordinary craft.  His request to bid farewell to his parents expresses his respect for them and his awareness that his new vocation entails separation from his family.  His action with the plough and the oxen symbolises his definitive break with his previous occupation, his sense of responsibility for his possessions and his concern for the poor.  Having ended one way of life, he then actively follows Elijah, whom he serves as an apprentice.  From a master he has become a servant, replacing the yoke of the plough with the yoke of the prophet.


	

	

	Second Reading – (Gal. 5:1.13-18).

Paul insists that, since Christ has librated believers from the Torah, for them to follow the Torah would be tantamount to submitting to slavery.  Nevertheless, he also emphasises that this emancipation does not entail or justify licentiousness.


On the contrary, it involves the service of mutual love, which, far from being opposed to the Torah, is its fulfilment.  Believers have been freed from the Torah in order to be free to love.  This love is the believers’ halakah, walking, behaving in the Spirit.  Being in Christ, believers are in the Spirit, but they must live their condition, they must act in the Spirit.  All of their morality must be inspired by the Spirit.  More precisely and profoundly, only by allowing the Spirit to activate them are they truly free from the Torah.


	

	Gospel.(Lk 9: 51-62).


By presenting Jesus as rebuking his disciples over their proposal to call down fire on the Samaritan village, Luke insinuates that Jesus’ way of operating is not that of Elijah who, in the episode of 2 Kings 1:9-16, made this reply to the messengers of Ahaziah, the king of Samaria.  Similarly evoking the scene of Elijah’s enlistment of Elisha in 1 Kings 19:16,19-21, Luke has Jesus teaching that the person who wishes to follow him must not only be prepared for a life of detachment from material possessions and comforts but also -  contrary to Elisha’s experience – make an immediate, unconditional and unreserved break with all family and social relationships.

Luke is here expressing vividly the idea that following Jesus involves participating in his proclamation of God’s Kingdom, an urgent task which requires total and undivided attention, as Jesus himself exemplifies in his determined journey to Jerusalem.
