	First Reading. (Is 66: 10-14).

The question for the prophetic writer is whether Israel, and the nations joining Israel, can be fully the servants of God, given their history of sinfulness and rejection, even of false temple worship.  In short, is God to be trusted to keep the covenant?  The answer, we read, is a resounding yes.  The end of chapter 66 teaches that God’s loving mercy will be combined with loving judgement, but today it is God’s love, tenderness and compassion that are to the forefront.  God’s children will nurse at the breast of Jerusalem – peace and contentment will have the final word.  The female imagery powerfully speaks of the role of female attributes in the story of God and God’s people.  The reason for rejoicing is great for, the preceding verses tell us, God has helped Zion to give birth without pain.  The ‘curse’ of Genesis has been overcome.  God’s mercy is overflowing, God’s comfort is that of the intimacy of a child being cuddled by their mother.


	

	

	Second Reading (Gal. 6: 14-18).

Paul is following the Hellenistic custom whereby the person who had dictated a letter would end it with a summary of the content in their own hand.  Against those demanding circumcision and adherence to law Paul speaks of an ontological reshaping of human existence through the power of God.  We are to live by the grace of God, as depicted by the life, death and resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ.  The suffering and hardship of this life are sufficient signs of discipleship: ‘circumcision’, is no longer necessary.  Notably two blessings are given, one to the Israel of God (v. 16), the second extending to all the brothers and sisters of our Lord Jesus Christ.  Something new is happening, a newness which radiates from the God of the covenant, the God of Israel.


	

	Gospel.(Lk 10: 1-12.17-20).


Last Sunday’s discussion of the nature of discipleship leads to today’s consideration of the nature of mission.  Luke is opening out the call to mission beyond the twelve.  This opening is a prerogative of the Lord: ‘the Lord appointed’.  The sending in pairs is intended as a symbolic living embodiment of peace.  Those appointed to go ahead of Jesus are to be striking examples of trust in God.  Their lives and actions (v. 9) are to manifest and make present God’s reign; preaching comes second.  The socially shocking symbolic prohibition against greeting people on the road may have been intended to draw attention both to the seriousness of the mission and to the empty nature of many of our greetings.  In the mention of sharing in table fellowship Eucharistic undertones are evident.  The closing words speak of an eschatological defeat of Satan, of all evil, taking place in the ministry of the disciples of Jesus.  The Church which works in the name of Jesus shares in divine authority.  While this is a source of joy to the disciples they are reminded that the real rejoicing stems from the promise of life everlasting.
