	Commentary

	

	

	First Reading. (Gen 18:1-10).  The Gospel and the First Reading highlight the theme of hospitality as the key to celebrating today’s liturgy.  It might be noted too that next Sunday’s liturgy continues the second part of the tale of Abraham’s dealings with his guests.  Although the story in its detail is a fine description of desert hospitality, the opening sentence makes it clear that it is also a story of a divine appearance.  This is a theophany with a difference, however.  The Lord does not appear with the usual panoply of fire and lightning, but comes quietly, like a weary desert traveller accompanied by two companions, thankful for a place to rest in the midday heat and for the offer of food.  Abraham had experienced a marvellous encounter in the preceding chapter (17) when his name was changed from Abram and he was given the sign of circumcision as the eternal bond between the Lord and the children yet to be born, the birth of the first of whom is announced in the final verse of today’s reading.


Abraham’s insistent invitation is delightful, and there is a subtle irony in his question ‘if I have found favour in your sight’.  At face value, this sounds simply like a persuasive formula, suggesting that a refusal of his hospitality would be interpreted as loss of face.  But the movement of the entire Abraham cycle of stories manifests the extent to which he has found favour with God in a deeper sense.


There is a lively sense of the bustling activity that the unexpected arrival of guests can cause.  Sarah is roused from her afternoon nap in the tent to make bread, the servant is sent to prepare the meat his master has personally selected, Abraham gathers the other components for the feast and sets them before the guest, then stands by, contented to watch them eat.  This scene is beloved of icon painters who call it both the ‘Hospitality of Abraham’ and ‘The Trinity of the Old Testament’ since the Fathers of the Church saw the three guests as foreshadowing the revelation of the Trinity of the New Testament.


	

	

	Second Reading (Col 1:24-28).  The introduction sections of New Testament letters are often deliberately designed to capture the good will of the readers.  Here, Paul outlines the depth of his commitment to the service of the Church as God’s servant.


The reference to completing what is lacking in Christ’s sufferings for the sake of the body has caused difficult problems of interpretation.  Strictly speaking, Christ’s redemptive passion and death was complete in itself and lacked nothing.  In another sense the total self-forgetfulness of Paul’s service on behalf of the Gospel over many years, which he catalogues at length in 2 Cor 11:23-30, represents the actualisation of the passion.  A similar actualisation or making present of the redemptive value of the Cross can be discerned in all self-forgetful Christian suffering, from martyrdom to hardship or poverty borne on behalf of the poor, the weak and the marginalized.


	

	Gospel (Lk 10: 38-42).  
If the Genesis story is an account of generous hospitality dispensed in almost regal fashion, the Gospel story seems to highlight the human tensions that can arise in a house-hold with the unexpected arrival of a guest.  The two women and their brother Lazarus are better known in the Johannine tradition, and it may be from there that Luke has taken an earlier version of this story.


Martha, always mentioned first, may be the elder sister who assumes the natural role of organiser and leader (cf.Jn 12:2) and sets about the business of preparing food for a large number of guests.  Mary seems to take little notice of the work entailed in entertaining, leading to Martha’s exasperated appeal to Jesus.  Attempting to involve a guest in a domestic argument is a major faux pas, but Jesus’ gentle rebuke, with its repetition of her name, seems designed to restore Martha’s equilibrium.  He reminds her that hospitality is not really about a lavish spread: one of my teachers suggested that the Irish equivalent of ‘only one thing is necessary’ might be ‘all we need is a cup of tea in the hand.’

Some modern scholars suggest that this little scene is a miniature mirror of life in the early Church where hospitality to visiting Christian brothers and sisters was a feature of life.  The Letter to the Hebrews reminds its readers not to ‘neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for by doing that some have entertained angels without knowing it’ (Heb 12:2).  Providing hospitality may have put a strain on the resources of small communities.  An early Christian writing, the Didache, which is slightly later than the Gospels, warns against freeloaders passing themselves off as prophets or travelling preachers.


Luke stresses the paramount importance of hospitality as something done for Jesus which strengthens the commitment of the giver to the Lord. ‘The better part’ Mary has chose is attention to the presence of Jesus, the dispenser of the Word, and it will not be taken from her.
