	Commentary
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	First Reading. (Eccles 1:2; 2:21-23).  The Book of Ecclesiastes belongs to the late Wisdom tradition of Israel.  Its key word in Hebrew, hebel, is usually translated ‘vanity’ but it is a richer and more elusive term than that.  The word is used almost sixty times in the book, and the opening phrase ‘all is vanity’ returns to mark its close, framing its pondering on human life within its framework.  Hebel represents something as insubstantial as a breath or a light puff of wind, the transient, what is futile or unsatisfying in human life.  It is possible that the writer of the book was drawing on some currents of Greek philosophical thought in his pondering on the insubstantial elements of human existence.  This gives the book a dark quality, which is illuminated by passages of restrained but telling poetic imagery.


It is easy to see how the passage used in today’s liturgy serves as a kind of commentary on the question of possessions raised in the Gospel.  Qoheleth’s dilemma is posed by the paradox of possessions and death: a person can spend a lifetime amassing wealth only to leave it to be enjoyed by someone else.  For him, this is a great injustice and raises the question of how a human life is to be measured.  At best, Qoheleth’s grasp of a life after death was shadowy and insubstantial.


	

	

	Gospel (Lk 12: 13-21).  
The context of today’s Gospel is of some importance for its interpretation.  This incident follows a short discourse on the value of life that includes the sayings about the hairs of the head being numbered and that a person’s life is of more value than many sparrows (12:1-12).  It will be followed by sayings about ravens and lilies of the field (24-34).  Luke clearly intends to pursue here one of his key themes, the relationship of possessions and the life of faith.  The questioner is too preoccupied by his own situation to have got the point of the preceding discourse: he perceives Jesus simply as a teacher who might prove useful in interpreting the law in his favour.  Inheritance in Israel was governed by the prescriptions of texts such as Deut 21: 15-17 (a double share for the first-born) and Num 27:1-11 (the inheritance rights of daughters).


Jesus’ initial response is brusquely dismissive: ‘who has appointed me your judge or meristên [literally, ‘divider,’ hence, arbitrator who settles property disputes]?’ The wise teacher takes advantage of the interruption to pronounce a general principle and follow it up with a sharply telling parable applying its teaching, with an eye, no doubt, to his questioner.  The double word of caution –‘watch out, defend yourself’ – strengthens the warning note of the saying and the gram-matical plural includes more than the questioner in its ambit.  ‘Defend yourself against every form of greed or avarice.’  Pagan moralists regarded avarice or pleonexia as insatiable and destructive.  It figures prominently in the vice-catalogues of the New Testament: Col 3:5 even equates it with idolatry.  The caution that life is more precious than possessions is an echo of the earlier teaching about hairs and sparrows.


Despite its brevity, the parable bears the hallmarks of Luke’s parabolic style – e.g., concern with issue of wealth and poverty (e.g. the rich man and Lazarus), the interior dialogue with the soul (e.g. Prodigal Son, the Unjust Steward).  In the light of a single abundant harvest, the landowner is deluded into planning a massive reorganization of his business.  The dialogue with the soul or self is a feature this parable shares with the Prodigal, but the dialogue here arrives at an erroneous conclusion.  When the resources for many years are laid by, the he will ‘relax, eat, drink, be merry.’  Combinations of these four verbs are the standard signals of the unthinking good life, based on principles of an empty hedonism (e.g. Qoh 8:15, Is 22:13).  What the rich fool has not reckoned with is the higher judgment of God who can, ‘this very night.’ demand the return of the life that, for all his wealth, he only has on loan.  Like Qoheleth’s rich man, he will experience the ‘vanity and great injustice’ of leaving his wealth to heirs who have not worked for it.

	Second Reading (Col 3:1-5; 9-11).  Today’s reading continues the paschal catechesis begun in last Sunday’s extract from the same letter.  It can be divided for convenience into two sections.


The first spells out the mystery of the new baptismal existence in which the believer who has died with Christ has entered and begun to live with the grace of Easter.  This may not be immediately evident except to faith, as it will only be revealed when Christ who is our life appears.

The second section is composed of a series of positive and negative imperatives (‘(‘put to death…do not lie…’) which lays down a programme for how the members of the new Easter People are to live.  This has implications for the individual and for the community.  Baptism implies belonging to a new community or rather becoming members of a single new being, the risen Christ.  This new kind of existence relativises all previous ways of reckoning human belonging – racially (Jew or Greek), religiously (circumcised or not), socially (barbarian, Scythian, slave or free): one might also add in gender terms (cf. an identical formula in Gal 3:28 which includes ‘male or female’).
