	Commentary

	

	First Reading. (Wis 18:6-9).  This reading recalls the tenth plague recorded in the book of Exodus.  It is part of a long section of the Book of Wisdom that meditates on how God displayed his provident care for Israel during the Exodus.  This, the final example of that care, shows how the Lord exacts justice from Pharaoh for the slaughter of the Hebrew boys at the beginning of the story.  There, the Egyptians had oppressed the Hebrews by commanding that their children be drowned at birth.  That score is evened by exacting the terrible price of the death of the first-born of the Egyptians. This event also involves the Lord’s calling of Israel to be God’s special people.  This is the more positive side of the act of liberation.  It is not merely the exacting of a mindless revenge, but an act of redemption.  It takes place while they are celebrating the Passover, which will thereafter recall their deliverance from slavery into freedom.


	

	Second Reading (Heb 11:1-2.8-19).  Underlying the idea of faith in the Bible is the notion of trust, and if we substitute trust for faith, it can suggest a different perspective on the attitude of people such as Abraham and Sarah.  It conveys a more intimate idea of the relationship between themselves and the Lord.  The reading begins with a strong topic-sentence that states the essence of faith: it is faith that sustains us by offering an assurance of the blessings we hope for, even though they remain unseen.


Abraham and Sarah are singled out as exemplars of this kind of faith.  For Abraham, faith is a journey into the unknown, without knowing where the plans of God would finally bring him.  He is a nomadic tent-dweller, yet faith bids him to look forward to a city designed and built by God.  In the Old Testament narrative, Sarah moves in the shadow of Abraham.  Hebrews is remarkable for singling out her life as an example of faith of the same dimensions of her husband.  Sarah’s great example of faith is continuing to believe that she would bear the child of promise, despite advancing years and a husband ‘who was already as good as dead.’  In the longer form of the reading, the reality of Abraham’s faith gives a more positive sense to the poignant and difficult story of the near-sacrifice of Isaac, his only hope for the survival of his family and his name.  The author of the Letter to the Hebrews holds out these, and other examples of faith to his readers.  Like Abraham and Sarah, and like the congregation of today’s Eucharist, they will be sustained by hope of receiving at the end of all their journeying a heavenly homeland.


	

	Gospel (Lk 12: 32-48).  
The Gospel is composed of two introductory sayings addressed to ‘the little flock,’ the beginnings of the new Israel that is being called into being by the teaching of Jesus.  The first is a call to confidence in the promise of the Kingdom that lies before them as a gift.  The second is a more radical appeal to sell all and to give alms.  This saying is familiar from Matthew’s use of it in the Sermon on the Mount (cf.6:19,20).


These sayings are followed by a number of parable-like sayings about waiting in readiness for the return of the master from a wedding feast or the watchfulness of the householder who suspects that he might be the victim of a burglar.  Both of these are symbols of the returning Son of Man ‘who will come at an hour when no one expects him.’  Peter asks whether these parables are intended for all the audience of Jesus or for the disciples alone.


The emphasis on the duties of the servant, both to the employer and fellow-servants, would suggest that Luke wishes to apply these parables, and the teaching based on them, primarily to the leaders of the Church, but not exclusively so.  The steward (oikonomos) was as much a slave as the other members of the household.  His skill at administration marked him out as a person capable of taking responsibility.  The social economics of slavery meant that sometimes people of quite remarkable talent (e.g. in literacy) might end up as slaves.  This is not necessarily the case here, but the steward’s intelligence and managerial ability have won him a position of trust in the household.  If he were to continue to give satisfaction, he could look forward to further promotion, becoming perhaps a general manager of all the master’s possessions.  The reverse side is then put up for consideration.  A manager might equally abuse a position of trust.  As a slave, he owed fair treatment of his fellow-slaves whose condition he shared.  He might abuse his position by treating the master’s goods as his own (‘eating and getting drunk’) or ill-treating the other members of the household.  This might be intended as a word of warning to the leadership of the Church: they are called to remember that they are fellow servants along with those who cannot claim positions of authority.  The teaching comes to a conclusion with a summary statement that balances trust and responsibility.  For Luke, the great exemplar of such a way of behaving is Jesus himself.  At the Last Supper, he will give his final teaching on service of the community, pointing to himself who ‘is in the midst’ as one who serves.
