	Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary
Year C

	15th August 2010

	Commentary

	

	First Reading. (Rev 11:19; 12:1-6, 10).  Many in the congregation may instinctively think of Mary when they hear this reading.  They will have seen so many images, including the Miraculous medal, of her standing on the moon and with twelve stars on her head for a crown, and crushing the serpent/dragon/devil under her feet.  There’s no harm in this identification.  It has a long tradition behind it and, in any case, it fits today’s feast.


Yet the Woman originally meant either Eve (the Mother of all the living) and/or the Messianic People of God or the Church in the glory of the resurrection for which she is destined.  Scholars debate as to whether the dragon was a symbol of the oppressive power of the Roman Empire or a more general image of some other evil power.  For the purposes of preaching, it does not matter very much: the point being made is that God’s victory in Christ is assured and the woman – Mary/the Church – will share in that victory and be clothed with the sun, a hope that is reflected and fulfilled in the feast  we celebrate today.


	

	Second Reading (1 Cor 15:20-26).  The harvest image of the ‘first fruits’ – familiar both in the nature religions and in Jewish ritual – is used by Paul to point to our sharing in God’s harvest, a harvest that has already begun in Christ’s Resurrection.  Paul traces the contrast between the two Adams.  The first brought in a harvest of death through sin; Christ, the new Adam, is the beginning of the harvest of life that will last forever.


This is not, however, a process of growth and change in the world of nature left to its own devices.  So, the harvest image gives way to one of victory over enemies, especially over the last enemy, death.  The Alleluia verse points to Mary as already sharing in that victory, as already part of God’s harvest.


	

	Gospel (Lk 1: 39-56).  
The infancy stories of Luke’s Gospel are generally recognized as a narrative reflection on the significance of the coming of the Messiah and particularly on the joy of redemption.  There is hardly a detail that is not rich in symbolism derived from the Jewish Scriptures.


We read today the account of the visit of the Mother of the Lord to Elizabeth her kinswoman.  The leaping of the child in Elizabeth’s womb recalls the joyful inauguration of the messianic times as described by Isaiah for whom ‘the lame shall leap like a deer’ (35:6).  It may also allude to David’s dancing before the Ark of the Covenant (2 Sam 6:16).  The liturgy often applies the Ark image to Mary who carries within her the presence of the Lord.


Mary’s Magnificat is another tissue of Old Testament texts.  It continues the theme of rejoicing in and praising God who reverses the unjust shape of ‘this age’ and gives salvation to the poor, the lowly, the hungry, all those who, like Mary, hope in his promises.  Luke emphasises particularly Mary’s faith and hope: ‘Blessed is she who believed that the promise made her by the Lord would be fulfilled’.
