	Commentary

	

	First Reading. (Is 66:18-21).  This passage concludes to all intents and purposes the three-fold book known to us as Isaiah.  Isaiah is a complex book. It begins in the years before the destruction of Jerusalem, promising that God will protect its ruler and keep the city intact if its inhabitants are willing to trust him.  Its final section, substantially, chapters 40-66, is the work of two prophets and comes from a period almost two centuries later.  By this time, the Babylonian armies had destroyed the city and its temple and Israel was in exile for almost fifty years.  The promise of the opening part of the book seemed to have failed but an unexpected edict of the Persian king Cyrus, allowing the Jewish people to return, gave new hope to the old belief that God would restore his people.  This message of hope and renewal was proclaimed by the unknown prophet called Second Isaiah.


The last section of the Book (chapters 55-66), from which today’s reading is taken, was probably written when that return had already taken place.  The people seem to have run into new problems, as the returnees realised just how daunting was the task of restoration ahead.  It is this loss of heart that another prophet in the Isaiah tradition (commonly called Trito-(Third) Isaiah) addresses.  He portrays Jerusalem of the future as the centre of pilgrimage and unity, not for Israel alone, but for all the peoples of the world (some of whom are named in v.19) who will use every means of transport available to hasten there (v.20).  This insight presents an inclusive vision of the Lord’s attitude towards all of humanity, at the very time when other biblical writers such as Ezekiel, Ezra and Nehemiah were emphasising quite an opposite view of Israel’s exclusiveness.  Trito-Isaiah proclaims that even some of the Gentiles will become priests, a thing unheard of in the other biblical traditions, since only the descendants of the family of Levi could exercise priestly office.


	

	

	Second Reading (Heb 12:5-7, 11-13).  This reading continues the theme of perseverance which we encountered last week.  Our attempts to lead the Christian life may not always be as straightforward as we might like.  From time to time, they might even involve what appears to be punishment.


The writer, however, offers the salutary reminder that training of any kind involves discipline, and even suffering.  He assumes his writers are familiar with the wisdom tradition of the Old Testament, which emphasised a father’s duty to correct his children, even with a sharp dose of corporal punishment if required (e.g. Prov 13:24).  Similar ideas about correction were current also in the Greek ideal of education that prevailed in the Mediterranean world when Hebrews was written


Whatever about punishment, the role of parents in training their children for good moral behaviour is as central now as then.  It is often only with hindsight that we see what was going on at such times of difficulty, and appreciate that it was ‘for our own good’.  The writer encourages us to trust that the Lord knows what is best for us, and to keep going.


	

	Gospel (Lk 13:22-30).  
 Anxiety about inclusion in the expected restoration of Israel was a common theme in Jewish writings of the time of the New Testament (e.g. Qumran).  It probably derived at least in part from an earlier Old Testament theme of ‘the remnant’ of Israel, in the prophetic writings, that only a small portion of historical Israel would be saved from the destruction of Jerusalem.


In an unequal society such as the Roman Empire, where the masses were excluded from enjoying the benefits of the good life, such a question may have an added poignancy.  While Jesus taught that the Kingdom would overturn the worldly standards of reward in favour of the poor, the question about how many would be saved provides him here with the opportunity to offer a prophetic warning about the need for repentance.  It is expressed in the sayings about striving to enter by the narrow door (see the similar saying about the narrow gate in Mt 7:13) and about latecomers who are excluded when the master of the house locks the door (cf. Matthew’s account of the foolish bridesmaids 25:10-12).  Jesus stresses that casual acquaintance with him is not enough.  The true disciple is one who accompanies Jesus personally, and is identified with him in his or her heart.  It is not enough to enter the city anonymously as one of the crowd.  Even table fellowship, the true sign of being one with Jesus, means being one with the others who eat and drink with him: that is the meaning of the Eucharist, the promise and sign of the feast of heaven, of perfect unity with Jesus and his followers.

The phrase, ‘weeping and grinding of teeth,’ as an expression of eschatological loss is common in Matthew (8:12; 13:42; 13:50; 22:13; 24:52; 25:50) but this is its only occurrence in Luke.
