	Commentary


Gospel. (Lk 14:1, 7-14).


This reading touches upon many important themes in Luke’s Gospel - humility, hospitality and table-fellowship, concern for those on the margins of society, and reversal.  The setting is important – Jesus is in the house of a leader of the Pharisees.  The first step in grasping the significance of Jesus’ words is to ascertain the impact that these words have upon this gathering of Pharisees.  The Lukan Jesus’ perception of the Pharisees has been well established at this stage in the narrative: ‘Woe to you Pharisees! For you love to have the seat of honour in the synagogues and to be greeted with respect in the marketplaces’ (Lk 11:43) or the warning to beware of ‘the yeast of the Pharisees’, their hypocrisy (Lk 12:1).  In light of this, it is neither surprising that the guests in the house of this leader of the Pharisees ‘chose the places of honour,’ nor that Jesus reacted to their actions by telling a parable.  In the society of the time, one might presume to claim an honourable seat with the anticipation that it would be granted.  Presumption, in some cases, is a dangerous ploy.  It can lead to the reality that you may be asked to give up your place and, in disgrace, be downgraded to ;the lowest place’.  Humility is the key to an honourable status, not one’s own estimation of self.  In typical Lukan fashion, Jesus reverses the concepts through which one understands the world: ‘For all who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted’ (Lk 14:11)    
Jesus not only offers a cautionary word for the guests, but also delivers a serious blow to the host in vv. 12-14.  (This section is important in its own right, but should also be read in relation to the Parable of the Great Dinner of Luke 14:55-24).  Jesus is critiquing the social system that upholds and nourishes false notions of honour.  The host invites only his rich neighbours and friends, because he wants them to reciprocate the invitation.  Jesus challenges this entire system, since it excluded those on the margins of society.  By inviting the poor, self-interest is taken out of the equation, because there is no expectation of an invitation in return.

	First Reading. (Sir 3:17-20.28-29).  The Book of Sirach has close links with the Book of Proverbs.  Among the similar features is the use of the expression ‘my child’ at transitional stages in the book, often as the author introduces a new theme or wisdom instruction.  The expression ‘my child’ suggests that the setting of the wisdom instruction is the paternal relationship of a father speaking to his son.  However, given that wisdom teachers in the ancient world often adopted the persona of a father addressing a son, a more suitable question for an appropriation of our text might be: what does this cautionary advice on humility mean in this educational environment?  Interestingly, St Paul uses the same image to describe his mission among the Thessalonians: ‘As you know, we dealt with each one of you like a father with his children’ (1 Thess 2:11).

While it has been suggested that the teacher is cautioning his student against intellectual pride, possibly reflecting Ben Sirach’s own conflict with the dangers of Greek philosophy, we must not exclude the obvious.  The wisdom teacher may simply want to warn his students that they do not have all the answers at this stage in their lives!  It might be noted that today’s reading omits a portion of material (vv.21-27) that resonates well with this view: ‘neither seek what is too difficult for you, nor investigate what is beyond your power.  Reflect upon what you have been commanded, for what is hidden is not your concern.’ Humility, in this sense, is associated with the recognition of human limitations.  This is consistent with the biblical view of Wisdom as something outside the human person to be acquired: ‘For she [Wisdom] knows and understands all things, and she will guide me wisely in my actions and guard me with her glory’ (Wis 9:11).


Furthermore, the Book of Sirach acknowledges that the pursuit and acquisition of Wisdom was primarily associated with the leisured class (38:24).  A slight tone of condescension can be detected later on in the book, as the scribal profession is contrasted with that of the craftsman.  Even though the work of the craftsmen is positively acknowledged (38:32ff), they ‘are not sought out for the council of the people, nor do they attain eminence in the public assembly.  They do not sit in the judge’s seat, nor do they understand the decisions of the courts’ (38:32-33).  In light of this, the caution ‘the greater you are, the more you must humble yourself’ becomes even more significant.  King Solomon is an example par excellence of humility, given that he knows that he will not be able to accomplish his mission if God does not give him Wisdom (see Wis 9:1-12),


	

	Second Reading. (Heb 12:18-19, 22-24).   
This text follows a severe warning against rejecting the grace of God (Heb 12:14-17); once God’s grace is rejected, the root of bitterness springs up and causes trouble.  The story of Esau who sold his birthright for a single meal (Gen 25:29-34) is recalled in order to make the persuasive point that there may be no way to recompense in retrospect.  What one does now has serious consequences for the future.  Directly after the text of today’s reading the same point is made: ‘See that you do not refuse the one who is speaking: for if they did not escape when they refused the one who warned them on earth, how much less will we escape if we reject the one who warns from heaven!’ (Heb 12:25)


It is worth noting that the text of today’s liturgy omits a portion of material (vvf.20-21), which recalls the Israelites’ rejection of Yahweh of Sinai.  Nevertheless, the original sense of the text has not been lost, given that the key to the reading is the contrast: ‘You have not come to…But you have come to Mount Zion…’ Paying attention to the language and imagery, the overall mood of the first division (vv.18-20) is sombre – darkness, gloom, tempest, death, fear.  There is a palpable festive atmosphere protruding into the second segment – living God, angels in festal gathering, the righteous made perfect, Jesus the mediator.


The first segment recalls how God manifested himself to the Israelites in the Exodus story.  The language of fire, tempest, trumpet, voice and darkness is associated with theophanies, particularly God’s manifestation of himself to Moses (e.g. Deut 4:11-12),  The author recounts ‘a voice whose words made the hearers beg that not another word be spoken to them’ (Deut 4:12).  Such a reference recalls the disobedience of the wandering Israelites epitomized by the construction of the golden calf.  Perhaps, the best commentary on this section is found within the epistle itself (see Heb 3:7ff), where the author explains that those who rebelled under the leadership of Moses ‘were not able to enter because of unbelief’ (Heb 3:19) but warns that ‘while the promise of entering his rest is still open. Let us take care that none of you should seem to have failed to reach it’ (Heb 4:1).  The second section of today’s reading provides a glimpse of this possible future through a lively metaphor of the web of associations in the ‘city of the living God’.  Reference to the ‘first-born.’ The ‘righteous made perfect,’ ‘Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant’ and the ‘sprinkled blood that speaks a better word, ‘recapitulates some of the central theological themes of Hebrews.  The way is open if one heeds the warning not to reject God’s grace like Esau and the Israelites.
