	Commentary

	

	First Readind (Wis 9:13-18).  The context is Solomon’s prayer for Wisdom (Wis 9:1-18) This prayer was probably inspired by the prayer of Solomon recounted in 1 Kings 3:6-9: ‘Give your servant therefore an understanding mind to govern your people, able to discern between good and evil; for who can govern this your great people?’ (1 Kings 3:9).  The prayer is divided into three main sections, which develop the theme of Wisdom as a divine gift.  The first two sections (vv. 1-6; 1-7) centre on two petitions for Wisdom: ‘give me the wisdom that sits by your throne, and do not reject me from among your servants’ (Wis 9:4); ‘Send her forth from the holy heavens, and from the throne of your glory send her, that she may labour at my side, and that I may learn what is pleasing to you’ (Wis 9:10).  Underlying these petitions is the realization that Solomon, chosen by God, will not be able to fulfil his mission as king without the counsel of Wisdom.  A profound sense of the limitations of human knowledge and understanding pervades the entire prayer; concomitantly, without Wisdom a person will not succeed.

Today’s reading, the third section of Solomon’s prayer, is brought to life in light of this.  It differs from the preceding sections in that it is meditation and not petition: ‘For who can learn the counsel of God?  Or who can discern what the Lord wills?’ The idea that human beings cannot know the designs of God without Wisdom is central.  Interestingly, the reading connects salvation with wisdom.  Salvation in this context is not to be understood anachronistically in terms of the New Testament’s teaching on salvation.  God saves the world through the Wisdom that he has given to humans: ‘The multitude of the wise is the salvation of the world, and a sensible king is the stability of any people’ (Wis 6:24).  This looks forward to the next chapter of the Book, where Wisdom is shown to have saved some of the central figures of Israel’s history: ‘When the earth was flooded because of him, wisdom again saved it, steering the righteous man by a paltry piece of wood’ (Wis 10:4).


	

	Second Reading(Philemon 1-10).  
The letter to Philemon is unique among the Pauline corpus as the only letter (apart from the disputed Pastorals) written to an individual. All other letters were written to communities to address serious issues that the community had encountered.


Philemon addresses one main issue – the fate of the runaway slave Onesimus. It is interesting to notice the repetition of the words ‘love’ and ‘faith’ in describing Philemon (v. 5). Faith and love are two of the three virtues that Paul extols the most: ‘And now faith, hope and love abide, these three; and the greatest of these is love’ (1 Cor 13:13). These are not just theological virtues for Paul. But constitute the identity badge of a follower of Christ. From this perspective, Paul gently praises Philemon for distinguishing himself as a follower of Christ.


Paul appeals to Philemon on the basis of love not duty, believing that every Christian deed should be prompted by love. Coupled with this, Paul may not want to exploit Philemon by exerting his own authority, something that could be seen to impinge upon the freedom of Philemon: ‘For you were called to freedom’ (Gal 5:3). Paul adds that he makes his appeal as an ‘old man’ and a ‘prisoner of Christ’ in order to evoke the empathy of Philemon. Some take this expression to mean Paul’s physical presence in prison, while others read it in a metaphorical sense. Whatever the case may be, Paul has become a disciple par excellence according to the vision of discipleship propounded in today’s Gospel reading.



Gospel (Lk 14: 25-33). Jesus’ opening words to the large crowds that are travelling with him are reminiscent of the Parable of the Great Dinner (14:15-24), which precedes today’s Gospel reading. In this parable (addressed to the Pharisees), the master sends out his slave to invite the guests but it seems that the concerns of life have left no room to accept the invitation.


The great dinner tells of the eschatological banquet in the Kingdom of God; and the parable demonstrates that, despite all good intentions (see the third excuse), a person can exclude him- or herself. This is the context of Jesus’ difficult words about hating father and mother. While Jesus’ words are not to be taken literally, they are meant to provoke an initial shock.  The large crowds begin to question –‘surely, Jesus isn’t asking us to hate!’ The insistence of breaking with family allegiance is difficult in a culture which placed a high value on family associations. It is a necessary prerequisite, however, for discipleship. The choice of the word ‘hate’ also indicates the total commitment required of disciples. Jesus also points to the truth that discipleship entails suffering and even death. Luke’s audience knows about the crucifixion and knows only too well that a similar fate may be required of them.  
For this reason, Jesus’ words provide the perfect introduction to the next section which demonstrates the necessity of ‘counting the cost.’ The parables about building a tower and about waging war clothe Jesus’ teaching on discipleship with reasonableness. A third metaphor not included in today’s Gospel text demonstrates  by analogy what happens if one does not count the cost: ‘Salt is good; but if salt has lost its taste, how can its saltiness be restored? It is fit neither for the soil nor for the manure pile; they throw it away.  Let anyone with ears to hear listen!’ (Lk 14:34-5),
