	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Isa 56:1; 6-7). The book known as ‘Isaiah’ falls into three distinct sections, each composed at a critical moment in Israel’s history.  Part Three (56-66), from which today’s reading is taken, was composed in the post-exilic period when the first of the exiles had returned to Palestine.  It looks beyond the disappointments and difficulties that followed their return to a ruined city and temple towards a time when the house of the Lord will be the focus of universal, and not merely Jewish, worship.


Today’s passage, from the opening verses of Part Three, echoes familiar themes from the prophets, such as justice, integrity and salvation.  A new dimension, though, is the emphasis on foreigners taking part in temple worship.  Until the exile in Babylon, the identity of the people of Israel was bound up with the symbols of the land on which they lived, the Davidic monarchy by which they were governed, and the Jerusalem temple, which was the focus of their worship.  With the exile, these symbols vanished, with the real danger that Israel might be absorbed into the surrounding pagan society and culture.  To counter such a danger, a narrower and more rigorous understanding of what it meant to be a Jew, was emerging.  It stressed the importance of being born into a Jewish family and of full observance of the Law.


The prophet’s vision in this passage is, however, more inclusive.  It assures foreigners, including perhaps the foreign-born wives of Israelites who had come into the covenant, or people whose physical defects prevented them from taking their full place in worship (e.g. eunuchs who might have suffered such an indignity in Babylon) that their place among God’s covenant people was secure.  The idea of such people being included and participating in the worship of the Lord in Jerusalem is a new and exciting vision.


	

	Gospel (Mt 15: 21-28).  
The motif running through today’s readings is that of foreigners, groups or individuals who did not originally form part of the people of Israel.  Since they did not share that special relationship with the Lord known as the covenant, they had little claim on the Lord’s mercy or forgiveness.  The example Matthew presents is that of a Canaanite woman, who implores Jesus insistently to heal her daughter.  The term ‘Canaanite,’ originally applied to the non-Israelite inhabitants of the Land, was no longer in use at the time of Jesus.  Matthew, whose community was composed of a mixture of Jewish and Gentile converts, is using it to pose the question of whether non-Jewish people can share in the new relationship to God, offered in the person of Jesus.  There is no ‘mission to the Gentiles’ recorded in the Gospel writings on the part of Jesus and his disciples, but this woman displays the correct attitude of faith in who Jesus is: asks for ‘mercy’ (rather than pity) she calls him ‘Lord’, she kneels at his feet, which is the correct posture of worship, and is rewarded when Jesus commends her ‘great faith’ (the only place where we find such a description) and grants her request.


Matthew normally prunes Mark’s miracle stories of much of their vivid detail.  An interesting feature of this passage is that he focuses more on the dialogue between Jesus and the anxious, nearly frantic, mother, and Jesus actually comes off the worse from the argument!  The apparent sting in his remark that ‘it is not fair to take the children’s food and throw it to the house-dogs’ could be drawn if the phrase were understood in a more gentle and affectionate tone as ‘and give it to the puppies’.  The point about the animals being house-dogs is that they are in some sense members of the family.  Instead of being a solemn and serious debate, it is more a good-humoured exchange, in which the woman’s repartee shows that, while a person may accept Jesus as the Lord, it is still possible to talk to him in a frank and familiar way – and get what you want!

	Second Reading (Rom 11:13-15; 29-32).  
In his letter to the Romans, Paul is introducing himself to a Christian community already some time in existence, and made up of Jewish and non-Jewish (Gentile) converts.  We have no way of knowing how this community came into being originally, or who founded it, but it is clear that neither Peter nor Paul were its founders.  The relationship between the two groups was problematic from the beginning, and Paul addresses himself here to the Gentile section of his audience.  Despite the Gentiles’ previous disbelief, which Paul describes as ‘disobedience’, and the chosen people’s failure to live up to their covenant relationship with the Lord, the Lord’s mercy toward human beings is not restricted.
