CHANGES TO THE LITURGICAL TEXTS

On the First Sunday of Advent 2009 the Church introduced some changes to the prayers and responses, which we had grown accustomed to, in the celebration of the English Mass.  Over the past year and 10 months we have, by and large, grown accustomed to these new texts.  Once again the First Sunday of Advent this year will see the introduction of the second phase of these new English translations.  These changes are more substantial than 2009.  The Presidential Prayers (Opening Prayer, Prayer over the Gifts and Prayer after Communion), Preface, and Eucharistic Prayers while retaining the same meaning will have changes to the text.

Those who speak other languages such as Portuguese, Italian, Spanish, French and others will have noticed that the English texts and expressions in the Mass have not always been the same.  Over the past few years the Church has been at work correcting and revising the first, early English translation of the Mass following the use of the vernacular after Vatican II.  With this new English translation our prayers and responses at Mass with become more universal and in line with all the other languages used in the Church all of which come from the Latin text.

These changes, while not easy to adapt to, challenge us to examine anew exactly what we are saying, praying and responding to during the celebration of Holy Mass.  We can choose to be critical,  negative and slow to change OR we can grasp the opportunity to start afresh and adapt to these changes with a positive attitude and carve a way forward.

We hope to receive copies of the new Altar Missal and Lectionary in the near future.  New Sunday Missals, Weekday Missals and booklets with the new responses are in the process of being printed.  For those considering purchasing a new Missal we advise waiting until the new Missals become available.

We will embark on a course of preparation for these changes during the months of September, October and November.  There will be workshops open to all as well and bulletin inserts.

Until now the text we have used for the Liturgy of the Word have come from the Jerusalem Bible.  The Church has now decided to use the text from the Revised Standard Version which is apparently more universally used by all churches.  

We will all have to listen more attentively as we grow accustomed to these new texts.  More information will be provided as this becomes available.

	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Isa 22: 19-23).

 The precise reasons for the demotion of Shebna, the second highest official in the royal civil service, are not clear; but he has obviously failed seriously in his duties, which are now solemnly and publicly transferred to Eliakim, who, it is hoped and expected, will exercise his authority for the benefit of the people of Jerusalem and Judah, rather than for his own.  The new minister will be ‘a father to the inhabitants of Jerusalem’, a relationship implying trust and loyalty, and is used elsewhere of Joseph to Pharaoh (Gen 45:8), and Deborah is described as being ‘a mother to Israel’ (Jdgs 5:7),


The power of the keys in this context refers to the official’s controlling access to the House of David, literally to the royal palace, and hence to the presence of the king.  Access to the royal presence was especially important for those who felt that, as victims of injustice, the king would take up their cause.


	

	Second Reading (Rom 11: 33-36). 

Paul has been struggling to explain God’s plan to include all people, Jews and Gentiles, in the work of redemption through Christ, and so he ends this section of the letter with a hymn of praise and wonder at God’s wisdom.  God has sovereign power, and no need of human advice.  The divine plan for offering salvation to anyone who will accept it is beyond the logic of the traditional understanding of God’s ways, and Paul is saying that we must ultimately accept that God does not operate according to our human reasoning or thoughts. 


	

	Gospel (Mt 16: 16-20).  


Matthew adds a considerable amount of material to Mark’s simple version of Peter’s confession – ‘You are the Christ.’  In this account, Peter’s declaration is presented as valid because it comes  as a result of direct revelation from God, not as, possibly, the mistaken conclusion based on Jesus’ power to work miracles.  This is the basis for Peter’s being blessed, called the solid foundation of the Church, and given special authority.  Matthew sees the Church as an interim institution, which serves until the full establishing of the Kingdom of Heaven, and Jesus gives Peter the responsibility of admitting or excluding people by the symbolic use of the keys.


The giving of a new name indicates a new role for a person.  Simon becomes Peter, just as Saul becomes Paul in Acts.  There are indications of tensions within Matthew’s community of Jewish and Gentile Christians, and it may be that Peter had a special position in the tradition of that Church, perhaps as an authority to whom later teachers could appeal, just as rabbis would cite respected predecessors in order to justify their opinions on religious matters.
