	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Jer 20:7-9). The Book of Jeremiah is, in many respects, the most ‘personal’ testimony of a prophet among the writings collected in the prophetic corpus. It contains a number of first-person narratives, including the story of the prophet’s call which opens the book, and a series of six prophetic prayers or laments.


Today’s passage is the fifth of these.  Whether these are the original prayers of the prophet, lovingly preserved by his disciples, or an imaginative and skilful reconstruction by the final editors of the book, is an issue that divides contemporary scholarship and is not really essential for an understanding of the text.


The lament is addressed to the Lord who called Jeremiah to the prophetic ministry. Like other examples of the lament genre in the Old Testament (e.g. some of the Psalms or the laments of the Book of Job), it is an unrestrained outpouring of violent emotion, hurt tinged with anger. Jeremiah challenges God with deceit: he has seduced him; and, innocent boy that he was at the time of his calling, Jeremiah allowed himself to be seduced and betrayed. He was powerless to resist the strength of God.  As a result, he has been exposed to mockery (‘a daily laughing stock’). The message he was sent to proclaim was one of unrelieved doom (‘violence and destruction’) that was scarcely guaranteed to win him much favour among his contemporaries. This sense of isolation and failure has tempted the prophet to ignore the call, even if it meant ignoring the One who called him. Yet even walking away brings no relief since the call is so deeply embedded in him that it seems like a fire burning in the heart or trapped in his very bones and to ignore it brings in its wake an even greater tension.


	

	Gospel (Mt 16: 21-27). 
Today’s Gospel is the immediate continuation of last Sunday’s account of Simon’s confession that Jesus was the Christ and how his name was changed to Peter, the Rock on which the Church would be founded.


The opening verse of today’s Gospel is the first of the three passion predictions that provide the signposts on the journey of Jesus to Jerusalem in the Synoptic tradition. It is a self-contained mini-passion narrative, telling the story from arrival in Jerusalem to resurrection. Peter, who, just before, had confessed Jesus as the Son of the living God, now takes him aside from the disciples to rebuke him (epitima –the same strong verb Jesus uses to rebuke the unruly wind and waves or the crowds enthusiastic to publicise his miracles: cf. Mt 8:26; 12-16). The rebuke is met with an answer that Peter could scarcely have anticipated: the one who was recently named the foundation rock of the Church has now revealed himself as an obstacle in the path of Jesus, a ‘stone of stumbling’ (skandalon in classical Greek was used for an ambush laid on the road for an enemy or for a stick holding a trap open that, when moved by the animal, caused the trap to spring shut).


Peter’s misunderstanding of Jesus’ destiny and mission provides an occasion for a teaching on the true meaning of discipleship. Jesus now turns back to the group of disciples and instructs them on what is required for following him. This is nothing less than total renunciation of self, which reverses the standard expectations of human existence. The natural longings of humans are for a decent and long life without pain and for a share in the world’s goods.


The present wording of the saying about cross-bearing can only have come from the lived Christian experience of the death of Christ and so it is a post-resurrection formulation.  The horror of the cross was proverbial in the first century world. The Roman orator Cicero said in his defence of one of his clients: ‘let the very mention of the cross be far removed not only from a Roman citizen’s body, but from his mind, his eyes, his ears.’ To make cross-bearing a condition of discipleship was to embark on a path that thus ran counter to the culture of the day.


Matthew is always careful to balance pain with reward when speaking about the hardships of Jesus’ way. Here beyond the loss of bodily life and on the verge of the beginnings of the new world, the faithful disciple will see the triumphant Crucified One return in glory, bearing a reward for all who have followed him.

	Second Reading (Rom 12: 1-12). 
The concluding sections of Paul’s letters usually move into a mode of instruction and consolation.  Having completed his lengthy meditation on the future destiny of Israel (Rom 9-11), Paul begins this final major section of the Letter with an appeal (parakaló) to right worship of God. He applies to the daily life of believers the language of sacrifice, customarily the highest honour a human being could pay to the gods. Unlike sacrifice that usually entailed the killing or destruction of what was offered, this form of sacrifice demands right behaviour from living and thinking people.


The Greek phrase Paul uses for this kind of sacrifice is striking– ten logiken latreian hymon – with its overtones of reasonable, thoughtful, even perhaps ‘logical’. This new kind of worship springs, of course, from the new reality of the transformed (metamorphousthe) humanity of the baptised.  Such a radical transformation of the self obliges the Christian to undertake a daily search to discover the present demand of the will of God.
