	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Ezek 33:7-9).   With Isaiah and Jeremiah, Ezekiel is counted as one of the three major prophets of Israel – and the most difficult to interpret.  His message oscillates between doom and hope at a decisive time in the history of his people.


This reading presents the prophet as the sentry keeping watch over the house of Israel.  It is a critical time (mid-sixth century BC); Babylon is about to destroy Jerusalem, and all will suffer.  The warnings that had been given have gone unheeded, and disaster is about to follow.  It brings out the role of the prophet in history – sent to warn the people of the consequences of forgetting God and turning against the God-given Law.  The role of the prophet is not self-chosen but, in this instance especially, it is a God-imposed demand to denounce the corruption of society resulting from failing both in offering God true worship, and in treating fellow-members of the community with justice and compassion.


	

	Second Reading (Rom 13: 8-10).  
The question lingers after the reading from Ezekiel: for Christians, what now is the essence of the Law?  Certainly, everything inherited from the moral traditions of Israel forbidding adultery, murder, theft, and covetousness is presupposed.  For Christians and Jews, however, there is a deeper law, that of loving your neighbour as yourself.


When love is understood as the affirmation of the worth of the other, along with acknowledging the respect due to each as made in the image of God, it cannot be the cause of harm to anyone, just as it necessarily fulfils all moral obligations.  To love the other as oneself cuts against any sense of isolated individuality, even in matters of religion.


The responsibilities of such love express the inter-relatedness of all in the sight of God.  In the attitude and activity of love, the other is not an alien outsider or ‘someone or other’ to be treated, at best, in accord with formalized laws and obligations.  Rather, the neighbour is, in a true sense, ‘another self’, to be intimately welcomed as a co-sharer in a God-given destiny.  Consequently, the open-ended love due our neighbour suggests an ever-widening moral responsibility.  The neighbourhood not restricted to those we relate to in the familiarity of any religious or cultural community.  In his treatment of the normative value of love, Paul is, no doubt, influenced by the tradition of Jesus’ teaching of the primacy of love – as this came to be expressed, for example, in Mark 12:28-34. 


	

	Gospel (Mt 18: 15-20).  
This passage develops an earlier tradition of Jesus’ teaching on fraternal correction in order to make it practicable at a later stage.  Evidently, the Christian community had to face scandals in its midst.


The text points to three stages in dealing with the offender.  The first, and presumably the preferable, is a one-to-one intervention, in the hope of bringing the erring brother, to his senses.  But if that fails, there is second phase: witnesses are called in to underline the gravity of the situation.  But if that has no desired effect, the community is informed, and must respond in a manner that protects its integrity.  The possibility of repentance on the part of the sinner remains – in line with Jesus’ own summoning sinners to conversion.


This seemingly legal protocol has a theological basis.  The responsible decisions (‘binding and loosing’) of the community are ratified by God.  The implication is that the will of God works in and through community decisions of discernment.  While the judgment and mercy of God exceed all human moral judgments, the community must deal with the scandals and conflicts it experiences, confident that care of the community and rejection of those who undermine its integrity are backed by the will of God.  A community coming together in such a distressing context – to pray,  discuss and deliberate – can be confident that Jesus himself is with them, and that the action it takes will be blessed by his ‘Father in heaven’
