	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Ecclesus 27:30-28:7).   Ben Sirach, the author of the Book of Ecclesiasticus, was a devout, if worldly-wise, teacher of wisdom.  His pupils for the most part were the sons of the Jerusalem aristocracy.


In the section of the book read in today’s liturgy, he offers a serious reflection on the evil of vengeance.  He proposes to his pupils a simple equation – if they do not forgive, how can they expect to be recipients of the divine forgiveness?  Vengeance is fuelled by memory.  Ben Sirach invites his pupils to another exercise of memory in the final lines (v.6-7).  The word ‘memory’ is repeated four times following the Hebrew poetic device of parallelism.  The memory of the end of life/ dissolution and death should bring a sobriety to one’s present way of living.  Memory of the commandments / covenant should inspire the student to living according to the high ideals of Israel’s best religious traditions.


	

	Second Reading (Rom 14:7-9).   
At the beginning of this chapter, Paul introduced the theme of welcoming those who are of weak faith into the community, for the purpose of fellowship in faith, not to witness vain disputes.  He then referred to some differences that divided the community, especially those regarding dietary practices.  Vegetarianism, perhaps as a way of avoiding unclean food, may be a legitimate option for some, but Paul insists that it is not to become a matter of division in the community.


 That brings him to the point he makes in the section we read today.  The life and death of every Christian affects the life of others, just as the paschal dynamic of Jesus’ dying and rising deeply transforms the life of Christians.. 


	

	Gospel (Mt 18: 21-35).  
Today’s parable of the unforgiving servant is crystal clear and needs comparatively little by way of explicit commentary.  It is best seen in its context within the ‘Church discipline’ teaching of the earlier part of chapter 18.


The teaching on correction and the earlier injunction to the leaders of the community to leave the ninety-nine in the wilderness raises uncomfortable questions, and as usual, Peter takes the role of questioner.  He asks whether there should be any limits to forgiveness.  In proposing ‘seven times’ Peter probably thought he was setting a high standard and is seemingly unprepared for Jesus’ reply seventy-seven (or another way of rendering the Greek, ‘seven times seventy’).


The only way in which the message of the unlimited nature of forgiveness can be driven home is by means of a parable.  As is the way with the parables of Matthew, this is not in the first instance a teaching about forgiveness but a teaching about the ‘king’.  Only when the hearers have 
caught a glimpse of the Kingdom’s reality, as the parable portrays it, will they be able to grasp the kind of dynamic that underlies Jesus’ liberating truth about the nature of forgiveness.  Thy dynamic of the parable is clear, as are its implications for the Kingdom.  The sum of ten thousand talents the first servant owes is an impossibly large one, perhaps something like ‘a billion dollars’ might convey the sense of the amount involved.  It might also warn us that we are not necessarily dealing in this parable with the lower members of the palace household: ‘servant’ in the Bible often retains the sense of trusted royal official as in our contemporary political term ‘prime minister’ (literally, ‘first servant’).


The contrast between the two sums and the attitude of king and servant is where the parable hits home.  The one who has been forgiven the astronomical debt makes a fuss about a few hundred coppers, to the point of ordering the sale of his fellow-servant’s property and family.  The conclusion of the parable once more drives its uncompromising message home.
