	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Ezek 18:25-28).   The great prophet Ezekiel firstly reminds us that God takes our actions, and our sins, seriously.  We are left in no doubt that we are held responsible for our actions.  But, while taking our actions seriously and punishing our sins, God is nevertheless faithful and tender in his love for his people.


Our reading today speaks in particular of those who change track in the way that they live their lives.  Ezekiel addresses the question as to whether the sins of one’s past condemn one, even if one has made a change of heart and now strives to live a virtuous life.  Ezekiel teaches – and reassures us – that God will not hold the sins of our past against us, given a change of heart and a genuine commitment now to live virtuously.  Even more than this Ezekiel teaches us that such a person, despite the sins of the past, shall live.  Indeed, it is Ezekiel who later evokes the lovely image of God who so loves his people that he breathes life into them, as into dry bones, making them live (Ezek 37: 1-14).


Ezekiel reinforces the importance of our present actions and commitments, when he similarly makes clear that past acts of goodness and virtue will not save someone whose heart is bent on evil.


The prophet thus urges us to an ever stronger resolve to choose virtue, to choose the good and the right, and to choose it today and every day of our lives.


	

	Second Reading (Phil 2: 1-11). 
This is a very famous passage from Paul’s letter to the Philippian community.  It has been much studied and debated by scholars.  The poetic rhythm and expression of vv. 6-11 indicate that Paul is probably drawing on a hymn in praise of Jesus Christ, a hymn already in existence before the time of Paul’s writing, to which he makes a few additions.


Here Paul, like Ezekiel before him, focuses on how believers should live their lives and he exhorts his readers to follow the example of Christ in their ethical conduct and their interpersonal relations.


Paul insists that we, who have been baptised into Christ and so now live in Christ, are called to live with the same kind of selflessness that was characteristic of Jesus.


Paul thus echoes Ezekiel and calls for a fundamental change of attitude and change of heart.  Rather than seeking one’s own self-aggrandizement and furthering one’s own interests in life, we are called to a life of humility and selfless love in service of others.


Paul implicitly contrasts Adam and Christ.  Adam, the Adam who is in a sense in everyone of us, sought equality with God and, in doing so, disobeyed God.  Christ, on the other hand, did not count equality with God a thing to be grasped, but emptied himself.


It was Jesus’ selflessness, humility, and obedience that God rewarded, exalting Jesus Christ, raising him from the dead, and establishing him as Lord of the universe.  Similarly, we who follow the Lord’s example and take on Christ’s mind-set, we too will be rewarded with eternal life.


A particularly interesting feature of this passage is that here, in this very early letter, written around the mid-50’s, Paul already refers to Jesus as Lord, i.e., as God.  The climax of the passage comes in the final verse when Paul writes: ‘and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.’  Modern biblical scholarship has recognised in texts, such as this one, powerful evidence that, within just a few years of Jesus’ death and resurrection, Christians, while holding firmly to the strict monotheism of Judaism, were proclaiming, within its framework, that Jesus Christ was Lord and God.



	

	Gospel (Mt 21: 28-32). 
In this passage, we find Jesus in conflict with the religious authorities of his day.  At this stage in Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus enters into a series of confrontations with them.


This parable, unique to Matthew, develops the themes of ‘saying and doing’ and of obedience as the measure of faith that permeate Matthew’s gospel.  (See, for example, Mt 7:21-‘not everyone who says Lord, Lord shall enter the kingdom’; also Mt 12:50 – ‘whoever does the will of my Father in heaven is my brother, sister and mother.’)


At one level, the two sons possibly represent the religious leaders and the religious outcasts (in those days, tax collectors and prostitutes) of Jesus’ day.  We can also imagine that the two sons represent the high-profile pious religious folk and, on the other hand, the seemingly impious fringe-dwellers of rather dubious religious credentials.


Jesus parable stresses that it is not our words but our actions that ultimately count.  Our measure, as the parable indicates, is our obedience as actually lived out in our lives.  It is not our religious orthodoxy (right teaching) and the saying of the right words that is paramount, but our orthopraxis (right action) and the actual doing and living out of what is right and good.
