	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Is 5:1-7).   

This song of the vineyard probably has its original setting in the Babylonian exile. The singer explains to those in exile the causes of the fall of the Kingdom of Judah, resulting in the loss of their freedom.  The opening two verses describe the level of investment in the vineyard displayed by the friend of the singer of the song.  In vv.3-4, this friend, the owner of the
 vineyard, begins to speak and calls on witnesses to affirm his innocence, in what amounts to a court case against the vineyard.  It is the vineyard that is at fault, not the owner. Then in vv.5-6 the owner himself pronounces judgment on his vineyard, declaring that it will be returned to the wild and uncultivated state in which he found it before he invested so heavily in it.


The parabolic character of the song is finally revealed in v.7.  God had invested generously in the people of Judah, and yet, in spite of that investment, they refused to do God’s will.  Instead of just judgement, there has been unjust bloodshed. That is why they now find themselves in their present predicament.


	

	Gospel (Mt 21:33-43).
 
The opening verse of this parable echoes the song of the vineyard from the prophet Isaiah.  In the form in which it is to be found in Matthew’s gospel, the parable of Jesus has been allegorized to reflect a certain understanding of salvation history.  The slaves whom the owner sends to the tenants to collect the produce are the prophets of Israel.  The son whom the tenants throw outside of the vineyard and kill is clearly a reference to Jesus himself who was crucified outside the city.  The response of the listeners to the question of Jesus, with its mention of the tenants being put to a ‘miserable death’, may be an allusion to the fall of  Jerusalem in 70 C.E.


In his comment on the parable, Jesus quotes from Psalm 118, and the image shifts from the domain of nature to that of human construction, from a vineyard to a building.  The rejected stone is a clear reference to the rejected son in the parable, and to Jesus in reality.  Jesus, the rejected one, was vindicated by God and became the cornerstone of a new people, comprising both Jews and Gentiles who receive God’s Son in faith.  It is to this people, the Church, that the Kingdom of God will be given.


Yet, the Church is not to be identified with the Kingdom.  Like the original vineyard, the people of Israel, this new people are expected to bear fruit that befits God’s Kingdom.  There is no room for smugness or complacency here.  Also, it is not the vineyard, Israel, that is rejected, but the tenants to whom the vineyards was entrusted, the Jerusalem leadership.  The shepherds of God’s new people will also be called to account.

	Second Reading (Phil 4:6-9). 


In the verse preceding our reading, Paul declared, ‘the Lord is near’. That is the basis of the exhortation that he immediately makes in vv.6-7. Because the Lord is near, believers can turn to God in confident prayer.  Earlier, Paul had addressed the Philippians as those who ‘share in God’s grace with me, both in my imprisonment and in the defence and confirmation of the gospel’.


Like Paul, they too had been granted ‘the privilege not only of believing in Christ, but of suffering for him as well’.  Paul has found great joy and peace in his suffering for the Gospel, and he wants the Philippians to experience the same. The Lord is as near to them as he is to him, and they can entrust their struggles to the Lord, asking him for all the help they need.  Yet, Paul reminds them that their prayer of petition is to be made in a spirit of thanksgiving.  In an earlier letter, Paul had called on the Thessalonians to ‘give thanks in all circumstances’ (1Thess 5:18).  Because of all that God has done for us in Christ, thanksgiving remains at the heart of all prayer, including the prayer of petition.  In vv.8-9 Paul calls on them to keep their minds focused on all those values that people of good will everywhere respect. More concretely, they are to keep Paul in view because he embodies these values in his way of life.
