	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Is   25:6-10).  Although falling within the first part of the Book of Isaiah (chapters 1-39), this passage reflects the situation of the Babylonian exile.  Even though the people of Israel are oppressed by the nations, the prophet envisages a great pilgrimage of all the nations to Mount Zion in Jerusalem. Now that the God of Israel will finally have been universally acknowledged as Lord of all nations, God will prepare a great banquet on this mountain for all peoples, including, of course, Israel. At this banquet, the mourning veil worn by the people of the nations, because of deaths in the final battles, will be removed, never to be needed again.  Possibly, a later editor interpreted this to mean that God ‘will destroy death for ever’.  Any remaining tears on the cheeks of the nations will be wiped away.  At this banquet, the Lord will also take away the shame that his own people Israel has been carrying since their enslavement to a foreign power.  Anticipating the joy of God’s people at this great event, the prophet places a song of thanksgiving on their lips. They sing as people whose hopes in God, even in the darkest hours of their exile, have finally been vindicated.  God has been revealed as their Saviour, and, indeed, the Saviour of the nations.


	

	Second Reading (Phil 4: 12-14, 19-20).  As Paul comes to the end of his letter, he thanks the Philippians for the gifts that they sent to him in his prison through their messenger Epaphroditus. Paul rejoices in their gift.  Yet, he also tells them that the real source of his joy is the Lord.  Earlier in the letter he had spoken about the ‘surpassing value of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord’ (3:8).  He referred to Christ Jesus who ‘has made me his own’ (3:12). Paul would hold that all of us who are ‘in Christ’ can speak in these terms. It is this relationship between Christ and himself that results in his being content with whatever he has, whether it is little or plenty. In one of the most striking of Paul’s personal declarations of faith, he announces, ‘I can do all things through him who strengthens me’.


Paul is delighted with the gift of the Philippians, even though he is not dependant on it. He assures them that God will respond generously to their generosity. When calling on the Corinthians to give generously to the collection for the Church in Jerusalem, he reassured them, ‘you will be enriched in every way for your great generosity’ (2 Cor 9:11).  In similar vein, in Luke’s sermon on the plain, Jesus declares, ‘give and it will be given to you’. The generosity of the Philippians to Paul in his need will not go unrewarded. 


	

	Gospel (Mt 22:1-14).  A significantly different form of this parable of the wedding feast is to be found in Luke 14:16-24. The version of the parable in Matthew is much more allegorized than in Luke. This is very clear in the unlikely detail of the king, the host of the banquet, sending an army to destroy those who refused the invitation to the wedding feast and burn their town.  There is a clear allusion here to the destruction of Jerusalem. The King represents God and those who refuse the king’s invitation are the Jerusalem leadership.

In the culture of Jesus’ day, it was not uncommon for invitations to be sent out in two stages.  The initial invitation, sent some time before the meal, announced when and where it would take place. The second invitation, which went out to those who said ’yes’ to the first invitation, announced that the meal was now ready.  We are to understand that it is this second invitation that was refused. An urgent invitation now goes out to ‘everyone’ at the crossroads of the town, ‘bad and good alike’. The Church’s mission beyond Israel to all the nations of the world (28:18-20) is in view here.


Matthew is responsible for adding what is in effect a second parable to the first (22:11-14).  This second parable connects poorly with the first.  How could people who have just been dragged in off the street be expected to have a wedding garment on?  The man not wearing a wedding garment represents those who have accepted the message of the Gospel but have not shown the conversion of life that it requires. In Pauline language, they have been baptized into Christ but have not really clothed themselves with Christ. In the letter to the Colossians, Paul calls on believers, ‘Clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, meekness and patience…forgive each other…Above all, clothe yourselves with love’.  This is the garment required to enter the Kingdom.  Members of the Church can not be complacent about their inheritance.
