Saint Vincent de Paul Society-Ottawa Project

The Fatima Conference of Saint Vincent de Paul Society in conjunction with Blessed Sacrament Parish SVDP has for the past 20 years run and supported the Ottawa project where impoverished families are supplied with basic foodstuffs on a regular basis. The number of families supplied was increased from 65 to 90 towards the end of 2010 due to the ever increasing demand. This was a significant increase in financial commitment (combined with the substantial increase in the cost of food) which has also required the deliveries to be split into two groups and has necessitated a weekly delivery to Ottawa. 	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Is   45:1.4-6).  Immediately preceding the reading, the Lord calls on Cyrus, the Persian emperor, as ‘my shepherd’, summoned to fulfil God’s purposes.  Cyrus will be God’s instrument in the rebuilding of Jerusalem and its temple.  According to our reading, Cyrus is not only the Lord’s ‘shepherd’; he is also the Lord’s ‘anointed’.  Just as God has anointed kings of Israel and Judah in the past and taken them by the right hand, now he does the same for the emperor of the Persians.  Unlike the Babylonians, whom the Persians had recently conquered, the Persians allowed subject peoples to return to their homelands and to worship their own gods.  The prophet sees God at work in the recent change-over of world power.  Without his realizing it, Cyrus, who was lord of a vast empire, is the Lord’s servant who furthers the Lord’s purposes for his people.  What the Lord once did through the kings of Judah, he now does through his pagan emperor.  The Creator God who, in the verse following our reading, declares, ‘I form the light and create the dark’, is also the Lord of history.  There is only one God who is Lord of nature and history.  God makes use of Cyrus as his servant so that all nations will come to realize this.  Rarely has monotheism been presented in the Bible in such striking terms.


	

	Second Reading (1 Thess.  1:1-5).   
With gratitude to God, Paul calls to mind the coming to birth of the Church in Thessalonica as a result of his ministry and that of his co-workers.  The opening thanksgiving (1:2-3) gives thanks to God for three qualities or virtues among the Thessalonians that have produced action, namely, faith, love and hope.  This triad of faith, love and hope is also found near the close of the letter (5:8) and was likely Paul’s creation.  Paul sees faith, love and hope as constitutive of the believers’ new existence and of the Church’s life.  Paul addresses this Gentile congregation as loved and chosen of God (v.4), using terms that were traditionally associated with Israel.  Paul’s preaching of the Gospel was the concrete expression of God’s love and choice of the Thessalonians, a moment when the Holy Spirit worked powerfully among them (1:5).


Paul uses the word ‘gospel’ for the content of his preaching while he was in Thessalonica.  The term ‘gospel’ is used six times in this short letter, and the related term ‘word’ is used four times.  In 1:5 he first mentions ‘our gospel’ and then ‘the sort of life we lived when we were with you’.  The gospel that Paul and his companions preached found expression in the lives they lived.  The Thessalonians could see the gospel as well as hear it. 


	

	Gospel (Mt 22:15-21).  Following a section of three parables, this passage is the first of four conflict stories involving Jesus and the religious leaders.  In this opening conflict story Jesus is approached by both religious and political authorities.  Their opening address has the appearance of deference, and their way of addressing Jesus reveals a truth about him, even if not the whole truth.  However, the purpose of their question is not with a view to enhancing Jesus’ reputation as an ‘honest man’ but in order to set a trap for him.  If Jesus says ‘yes’ to their question he would loose standing among the people for whom the Roman poll tax was an unnecessary burden.  If he answers ‘no’ to their question, he risks being aligned with the violent revolutionaries who opposed the payment of all taxes and tolls to the occupying power.  In asking for a Roman coin, Jesus subtly lets it be seen that his questioners are themselves carrying the coinage with which taxes were paid to Caesar.


    Jesus’ enigmatic saying which crowns the exchange declares that loyalty to the political authorities comes within the greater ambit of loyalty to God.  The fundamental loyalty of our heart, mind and spirit is due to the one God alone.  The expression of all other loyalties has to be discerned within that framework.
