Saint Vincent de Paul Society-Ottawa Project

The Fatima Conference of Saint Vincent de Paul Society in conjunction with Blessed Sacrament Parish SVDP has for the past 20 years run and supported the Ottawa project where impoverished families are supplied with basic foodstuffs on a regular basis. The number of families supplied was increased from 65 to 90 towards the end of 2010 due to the ever increasing demand. This was a significant increase in the financial commitment (combined with the substantial increase in the cost of food) which has also required the deliveries to be split into two groups and has necessitated a weekly delivery to Ottawa. For some of these “new” families receiving their food parcels for the first time, their joy and gratitude was a wonderful reminder of how fortunate we are and we invite any parishioners interested to join us on one of these Saturday morning deliveries.

The Society would like to increase the number of families again in the near future but are currently constrained by the lack of financial resources. So you can make a difference in somebody’s life by making a donation or monthly contribution to the Society which will be greatly appreciated.

	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Ex 22:20-26).   

This reading unveils for us the compassion and the divine love at the heart of the Jewish law.  It expresses special concern for those who were most at risk in ancient society: widows and orphans who lived without the necessary support of a male head of family; strangers who lived without the protection of a local clan.  This social concern is deeply rooted in a divine regard for those in need: God speaks of those who look for loans as among ‘my people’.  God listens to the cry of the poor, the stranger, the widow and the orphan.  God’s intimate involvement in their lives is such that to neglect them or oppress them will merit divine, not human, punishment.


To keep alive the spirit of this law is to keep alive a living memorial of God’s wonderful deeds in the past.  God’s people were once all strangers in a land of oppression.  God gave them freedom and expects them to maintain what they have been given.  The close relationship between love of God and love of neighbour, which Jesus makes explicit in the Gospel, is already emerging in this reading.


	

	Respnsorial Psalm (Ps 17: 2-4, 47, 51, R. v. 2).

This song of thanksgiving after victory has strong links with the ancient traditions associated with King David himself.  It points to the close involvement of God in the struggle of those  who need protection, and evokes God’s strength through vivid images of ‘rock’, ‘fortress’, ‘shield’ ‘stronghold’.  At the heart of it all is love: ‘I love you, Lord, my strength’.



	

	Second Reading (1 Thess.  1:5-10). 


This passage is a celebration of God’s work among the Thessalonians.  Despite many difficulties, they received the gospel in the joy of the Holy Spirit and then progressed to becoming bearers of the divine word themselves.  What happened among them has had a ‘ripple-effect’ further a field as others heard of their conversion and self-dedication to God.


There is a strong sense of the dynamism of God’s love at work in human lives: the raising of Jesus from the dead, the preaching and example of Paul, the Spirit-led conversion to the real, living God in faith and commitment, the sweep of God’s word far and wide.  This dynamism will never rest until it reaches its zenith in the return of Jesus, the Son of God. 


	

	Gospel (Mt 22: 34-40).
 
The question put to Jesus was a standard rabbinic question typical of conversations among those well-versed in the law.  In St. Matthew’s gospel this conversation becomes a confrontation.  After the destruction of the temple in 70 AD the Jewish Law alone remained as a stable religious institution, and the question of its proper interpretation was of vital importance to Jews contemporary with Matthew.


‘Love of God’ and ‘love of neighbour’ are entirely traditional within Judaism.  What is novel in Jesus’ teaching is that they are so closely linked and that ‘love of neighbour’ is given equal weight as ‘love of God.  These two commandments are not a rejection of the law but are its fundamental basis and inspiration.  Jesus does not reject the law but brings it to fulfilment and completion.
