	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Mal 1:14-2:2.8-10).   

Malachi (a name meaning ‘my messenger’) is particularly worried about a lack of devotion and seriousness in the Temple worship and a lack of fidelity to the covenant in social relationships.  He blames the clergy for thinking the Lord’s table can be abused by inadequate and poor offerings and inadequate teaching.  He blames the people for lack of faithfulness in family relations, in particular, in marriage.  But despite the weariness of the people, the prophet insists that God is reliable.


	

	Second Reading (1 Thess.  2:7-9:13). 


Paul is conscious of his authority and responsibility at Thessalonica because he has been the apostle, father and founder of the Church.  But he explains these terms with a variety of imagery such as mother, nurse, baby, brother and orphan as he tries to reassure and encourage them.  He does not hesitate to remind them how hard he worked for them.  He is particularly thankful that they accepted the word of God not as a human word but as what it really is, God’s word at work in the believers. 


	

	Gospel (Mt 23: 1-12).
 
This is the introduction to a whole chapter dedicated to Jesus’ strong condemnation of the religious leadership in his time. It seems to many scholars that Matthew is aiming the material against the Pharisees and Scribes who had reorganized Judaism in his own day, the 70s and 80s, after the destruction of Jerusalem.  It is as if Matthew is indirectly criticizing his own Christian community saying ‘it happened to them and can happen also to you.  You are also making the same mistakes and heading to a similar self-inflicted destruction’.


The first verses criticize the behaviour of the Pharisees while 23:8-12 is a blunt catechesis for Matthew’s community.  Matthew deals with quite a list of those opposed to Jesus.  Clearly there were good Pharisees – from Nicodemus who came by night, defended Jesus and buried him, to Rabbi Aquiba who was considered a saint, to the Rabbi whom Jesus praised as not far from the Kingdom of God.  Titles such as ‘Rabbi’ and ‘Father’ were frequent in Israel as is evident from the book.  Sayings of the Fathers, which contained the saying of 60 Fathers.  The title ‘Teacher’ (kathegetes) is found only here in the Bible and perhaps alludes to the ‘Teacher of Righteousness’, the spiritual leader in Qumran.
