PARISH ROLL AND STEWARDSHIP UPDATE
October was the first month of the parish’s financial year and the month during which we renewed our parish roll which was last updated just over 5 years ago.  Sincere and grateful thanks to all who have returned their Time & Abilities and Financial Dedication forms as well as their their updated Parish Roll Records.
During October 46% of those on the old parish roll renewed their parish membership and 40% have made a financial dedication, dedicating 72% of the budgeted income from Dedicated Planned Giving.  Of these 48% are using the envelope system and 52% have opted for Debit Orders or Electronic Transfer.  A total of 106 parishioners who have existing Debit Orders have not renewed their dedication.
With regard to the Parish Roll, it is perhaps more realistic to have 419 families in comparison to the 902 families who were on the old roll.  Now we can plan ahead for the parish based on these updated statistics.  Perhaps most telling is that 86% of those who have renewed their parish membership are also participating in Dedicated Planned Giving.  Many of the remaining 14% are either retiredor students at campuses around the country.  This shows that almost all those who are on the new roll are actively participating in the lafe of the parish.
While we are concerned about the 54% who are not on the new parish roll, we also accept that parish membership is always by free choice.  If you have forgotten to renew your parish membership please do so as soon as possible.

	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Rev 7:2-4, 9-14).   

The mysterious imagery of this reading is startling, beautiful, puzzling and shot through with unquenchable hope.  It begins at the place of sunrise, the place of Paradise, the place of the Messiah.  It promises the seal of God’s protection for all God’s servants who pass through tribulation.  This group is vast: symbolically represented as both 144,000 (the perfection of Israel) or an innumerable throng.  It unveils for us the heavenly liturgy of thanksgiving and victory, sung by the human world, the animal world and the world of angels.  The victory has been gained by the Lamb once slain, and those who share in it have also, each in their own way, suffered in the tribulations of the sacrificed Lamb.


	

	Responsorial Psalm (Ps 23:1-6. R. v. 6.)

Written for a solemn liturgical entrance into the temple, this Psalm combines praise of God with religious instruction: the grandeur of the Lord, the demands of the Lord, the blessings of the Lord.  If we may speak of the saints as having entered the heavenly temple, then this Psalm becomes quite appropriate, since it also picks of the theme the ‘pure in heart’ to which Jesus refers in the Gospel.  Entry into God’s holy temple requires not so much ritual purity as integrity of attitude and life, and a heart that turns to God in every situation.

	

	Second Reading (1 Jn 3:1-3). 


Being a son or daughter of God is God’s gift to us, a free gift of love.  Those who do not believe in Christ recognise neither him nor us for who we really are.  Yes, we are not yet perfect in our identity; we are in need of ongoing purification, until we reach that day when we will be like God and see God face to face. 


	

	Gospel (Mt 5: 1-12).
 
Jesus solemnly takes his place as teacher, sitting down.  The law was revealed to Moses on a mountain; Jesus is the one who deepens and fulfils this revelation.


While other gospel passages speak of the reward which the good disciple begins to experience even in this life, the Beatitudes promise a future reward.  As such they are promises, not moral demands.  Those who follow Jesus do so with difficulty, amid conflict and opposition.  They live humbly and generously, relying of God, seeking peace, living with integrity of speech and action.  The inevitable conflict and pain this brings into their lives elicits grief and hunger for the fullness of right relations with God and others.  But their reward will be great in heaven.
