CHANGES TO THE  LITURGY  OF  THE  EUCHARIST
In the words of CONSECRATION the Priest will say, “When supper was ended He took the chalice” – instead of “cup”.  This emphasizes that this was no ordinary cup, but highlights the sacrificial nature of this vessel which holds the precious blood.
The Priest will say, “This is the chalice of my blood…..which will be poured out for you and for many (instead of “for all)”.  This change maintains the words of Christ as recorded in Matthew 26: 28 and Mark 14: 24.
The Mystery of Faith:  The Priest will no longer directs us to say the Acclamation as he used to with the words “Let us proclaim…..”.  Now he says, “The Mystery of Faith”, implying that our response is unsolicited.  Furthermore, the acclamation “Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again” is no longer included.  The reason is that the other two are both addressed to the Lord, and note a relationship. So, the 3 acclamations now are:
· We proclaim your death, O Lord, and profess your Resurrection until you come again.   
· When we eat this Bread and drink this Cup, we proclaim your Death, O Lord, until you come 
again.    
· Save us, Saviour of the world, for by your Cross and Resurrection you have set us free.

	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Prov 31:10-13. 19-20. 30-31).   

A key to placing this passage in context is a recollection of the imagery used in the book of Proverbs when addressing the nature and importance of Wisdom.  This imagery is feminine and the portrait of the practical and down-to-earth industrious wife yet another side to this Wisdom treated as lofty, public and aloof in the first nine chapters.  It has been suggested that she is Wisdom settled down in her house, serving those who have accepted her invitation.  Lady Wisdom, of incomparable value, is embodied in this ‘perfect wife’.


	

	Second Reading (1 Thess 5:1-6). 


Paul’s subject is the Day of the Lord, later explicitly rendered as the Day of the Lord Jesus (Phil 1:6,10).  The term, ‘Day of the Lord’, is familiar to us from the Old Testament prophets.  These were apocalyptic times with a strong expectation of the imminent arrival of the end of the world, judgment and punishment or reward.  Its hallmarks were understood to be suddenness, precariousness and inevitability.  Paul calls Christians to vigilance, watchfulness and sobriety in preparation for that day. 


	

	Gospel (Mt  25: 14-30).
 
Matthew’s version of the parable is a simpler, earlier one than Luke’s, in which additional material appears.  It lends itself to a variety of interpretations but it is plainly to be understood in the context of the end times and the judgment of the Day of the Lord.  Christians are to use wisely and prudently their resources until the master returns.  It has been suggested that there may be a polemical element against a kind of static approach to tradition which denies it the ability to be developed.  The word ‘talent’ used here in close proximity to the word ‘ability’ (‘each to his own ability’) led to the later popular use of ‘talent’ to mean a gift or an aptitude.
