YEAR A

	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Ezek 34:11-12, 15-17).   

Ezekiel is virtually over-whelmed by his own tradition, the priestly tradition, of Yahweh.  He sees the divinity as powerful, sitting in majesty and glory, the centre of the universe.  While it is impossible to ‘catch or contain’ Yahweh in a true description, the prophet does use ‘holy’ and ‘transcendent’ to try.  But he also sees Yahweh as available.  In anticipation of what is to come, Yahweh appears as the Good Shepherd, searching for the lost and finding proper pasture for his charges.  We are encouraged to a change of heart to this good God.  Ezekiel was practical and realized that the journey towards a change of heart required leadership in the community, and he encouraged it.  He reminds the people that much of their problematic situation is directly traced to poor leadership.


While Yahweh will eventually be the final leader who will care for his people, each one will be responsible for their personal salvation.  The images, such as the shepherd, are intended to engage the readers or hearers and, therefore, are familiar to them.


	

	Second Reading (1 Cor 15:20-26.28). 


Many in the Christian community at Corinth held for a view of humanity that saw good and evil tied to the idea of soul and body.  This is certainly at the root of many traditions in the years to follow in Christian history.  The consequence, of course, is that resurrection from the dead is brought into question.  Paul was a sturdy defender of resurrection from the dead and stressed the importance of both body and soul.  He pursues the incarnation character of Jesus.  The selection read today describes the consequences of Jesus’ resurrection.


Jesus is the first to experience resurrection and, therefore, brings special things to all of his followers because of his experience.  While sin came through one man, Adam, grace and liberation come through one man, Jesus.  Because Jesus overcomes death we are all freed from the ultimate fear of this eternal mystery.  All will be raised to justice if they are in the community of Jesus. 


	

	Gospel (Mt  31-46).
 
We need to realize that in our tradition, we are our own judges.  Freedom, our great  gift, brings with it the responsibility to pass judgement on ourselves.  The role of Jesus as judge is simply to remind us of the kinds of things that Christians need to be concerned about              when they pass this ultimately important judgement, In a Christian society there is more interest in care for all members than for the welfare of a ruling class.  The transfer in thought from a king of ‘now’ to a king of ‘hereafter’ is not simple but is necessary.

 
The passage does give us the opportunity to recognize the responsibility to see the presence of Jesus anywhere there are people who are suffering and, with that realization, to accept also the understanding that satisfying the needy is a duty for Christians.  We are asked to reflect on the actual life story of Jesus.  On how Jesus lived and spoke.  In a sense, on how he exercised his kingship or leadership – even to the point, we see, that Jesus identifies himself with the ‘little ones’ whom we help in performing what the Church has come to identify as the corporal works of mercy.  When we help a ‘little one’ in any way we help Jesus.  The failure to recognize Jesus in the suffering results in the division between ‘goats’ and ‘sheep’.  Jesus was a suffering king, a leader who identified with the people at every point.  He suffers when we suffer; his joys are the joys of his community. Our focus must be on preparing for a kingdom faithful to the example of the loving and constantly caring King.
