	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Is 63; 16-17.19:64:2-7).   


This selection from Third Isaiah is part of a longer communal lament (63:7-64:11) written at a time when Jerusalem was still in ruins and God seemed all too aloof.  Significantly, the passage opens and closes with the rare use of the title ‘father.’  As father, Yahweh is present to the needs of his community. Verse17a charges God with neglect while v.17b urges Yahweh to return to his heritage.  There next follows the wish that Yahweh would appear with all the trappings of his majesty (‘tear open’) to offer Israel necessary help.  At this point the community looks back nostalgically on the miracles of the past and frankly admits that they can never occur again.  The confession of sin then follows.  Israel admits that her sinfulness provoked God’s wrath.  However, the passage concludes on a note of hope.  Yahweh, father/creator, is aware of the creaturely status of Israel.  To be the work of God’s hands is to maintain hope.


	

	Second Reading (1 Cor 1:3-9). 


Paul concludes his greeting by using the Old Testament formulary ‘grace and peace’.  ‘Grace’ connotes God’s covenant favour while ‘peace’ is a result of such favour (see Num 6:24-26).  In his thanksgiving (vv. 4-9), speech and knowledge of every kind (v.5) refers to the charismatic gifts of the Corinthians that Paul will discuss in chapters 12-14.   Since the Corinthians tended to concentrate merely on the present, Paul chooses to remind them that the past (v.6, Paul’s witness) and the future (v. 7, revealing) are also bound up with the present.  Paul thereby emphasizes that ongoing effort (v.8, blameless) is required.  In v. 9 Paul mentions ‘fellowship,’ a quality sorely lacking among the Corinthians.  Yet it is to this end that God has called them in Christ. 



	

	Gospel (Mk 13:33-37).

 
Mark13 is Jesus’ farewell discourse in that gospel.  The intent of such a discourse is to prepare a community for future events.  Mark’s community sought an explanation to the question: why the delay of the second coming, especially since Jesus seemingly spoke of an imminent return?  Although Mark himself may have anticipated an early return, he points out in this discourse that only the Father knows the exact day or hour (v.32).  In the period prior to the return, vigilance is required.  Hence the key phrase of Mark 13 is ‘beware’ (vv. 5,9,23,37).


Verses 34-36 are the parable of the doorkeeper.  Mark has adapted the parable to underline the need to be vigilant (v. 35, keep awake).  The master of the house is now Jesus who will make his return at the parousia.  The doorkeeper represents the waiting community.


In the conclusion of the discourse Jesus bestows authority on his disciples (v. 34, put in charge).  Authority implies service (see Mk 9:35; 10:44).  In the difficult period preceding the second coming vigilance is the form of service that will prepare the community for the consummation of God’s plan in the triumphal return of his Son.
