SOME MATTERS OF DISCIPLINE

Punctuality:

During the past two months it has been noticed that at least a quarter of the congregation arrive for Mass after the announcements have commenced.  As these announcements form an integral part of the life of our parish community, everyone should be present and seated in church prior to the commencement of the announcements.  It is recommended that there be a period of prayerful preparation before Mass commences.

There have also been a number of people leaving Mass immediately after receiving the Blessed Eucharist.  This practice is to cease as it destroys the sacred union created in the celebration of Holy Mass and indicates a selfish attitude.

Respect for the sacredness of the church:  as the church is a sacred place due respect should be shown at all times by observing a prayerful silence, conducting conversations outside and not inside the church, leaving your pew neat and tidy, disposing of your own dirty tissues and dressing in an appropriate manner.

Proper reverence should be shown when entering and leaving the church.

The common gesture is to genuflect and bow one’s head in reverence.

Please return psalm booklets, bulletins and leaflets to the boxes at the church entrance.

The Lady Chapel is reserved at all times for mothers with babies.

During Mass:

Children who have returned from Junior Church must attend the rest of Mass with their parents and not be left to run around outside.

Please try to avoid visits to the toilet during Mass.  If and when this is necessary please exit via the main entrance and not down the stairs at the side entrance.  There should be as little movement as possible in and out of the church during Mass.

Except for parents with restless babies it is necessary for everyone to be inside the church to be attending Holy Mass validly and properly.

As far as possible and with the exception of babies, parents must refrain from bringing food and drink into the church in order to feed older children.

	First Reading (1 Sam 3:3b-10,19).


Is about the calling of the boy Samuel to become the servant and prophet of God.  When he hears a voice at night, he thinks it is the priest, Eli, and he goes to him but Eli tells the boy that  God is calling him.  He responds to the call and to the voice of the Lord.  What he learned that night became his habit and we are told that he did not allow any of the words spoken to him by God to ‘fall to the ground.’ 


	

	Responsorial Psalm (Ps 39:2.4.7-10)


Celebrates the compassion of God who comes to the aid of those who put their trust in him and call on him.  Yahweh is kind and merciful to those who commit themselves to obeying God’s will and who openly proclaim God’s steadfast love and fidelity to others.  The response is ‘Here I am Lord! I come to do your will.. 

	

	Second Reading (1 Cor 6:13c-15a,17-20).


Paul presents fornication as a sin against one’s own body because it is a temple of the Holy Spirit and should be used for the glory of God.  Corinth was notorious for its tolerance of sexual licence.  In the language of the time, korinthiazein (to live like a Corinthian) meant ‘to lead a dissolute life’ and the expression kore korinthe (‘Corinthian girl’) was a euphemism for prostitute. 


	

	Gospel (Jn 1:35-42).


John the Baptist presents Jesus to his disciples as ‘the lamb of God,’ the one whose innocent death on the cross would take away the sin of the world.  John’s disciples become disciples of Jesus when they respond to his invitation to come and see where – and how – he lives and they bring others to Jesus, including Peter, whom Jesus renames as the rock on which his Church would be built.
