	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Deut 18:15-20).

In ancient Israel the summit of the community’s experience of God came at Mount Sinai.  After God liberated the Israelites from Egyptian slavery, the revelation of the divine will and of the divine majesty came in words which were mediated to the ordinary people by Moses.  The Book of Deuteronomy, reflecting a final address of Moses to the new generation of Israelites just before his death and their entry into the promised land, stressed the continuing need for properly constituted leaders and teachers.  Elijah and Jeremiah would be depicted as partially fulfilling the promise that God would raise up a prophet like Moses, and would put his words into his mouth.  As the centuries passed and many teachers proved inadequate, the Jewish people kept alive the hope for a new Moses.  The Gospel writers have this passage in mind as they describe the works and teachings of Jesus. 


	

	Second Reading (1 Cor 7:32-35).

Reflecting on marriage within the context of God’s reign, St Paul discussed the trials and temptations of daily life as potential obstacles that the celibate person might avoid.  ‘The world in its present form is passing away’ (7:31). However, one’s adult vocation should be chosen in prayerful recognition that each person has a particular gift from God (7:7).


	

	Gospel (Mk 1:21-28).


Jesus called the first disciples to form a community of faith and learning so that they could later cooperate in a new kind of fishing and shepherding (Mark 1:16-20).  However, he was not removing them from the community of Israel.  The ancient practices of daily and weekly prayer melded personal and common rhythms in ‘the service of the heart.’


The synagogue service of that time provided regular proclamation of God’s Word in a three-year cycle of Torah and prophetic texts, which became the basis for homilies that applied the message to the needs of the congregation.  Sensitive to the value of traditions from their ancestors, the scribes and other homilists did not claim to be innovative.  Their message would be credited to wise and time-tested teachers from earlier generations.  The style of Jesus baffled his listeners.  He did not claim credentials from a chain of revered teachers but seemed to exude authority, as the Scriptures declared about Moses.  Moreover, he confronted forces of evil with a word of command that was effective.  The disciples must have recognized that his persuasive call at the lakeside took on new dimensions.  Indeed they would listen to him!
