	Commentary

	

	First Reading (Job 7:1-4. 6.7).


Why do the innocent suffer?  The simple response of Job’s pious friends was that suffering is the inevitable result of sin.  If one confessed, then God would forgive and restore the person’s health.  This good man examined his conscience (Job 31) and finally was driven by his friends’ lack of empathy to challenge God to a court case.  Ultimately Job learned two profound lessons: The mysteries of creation and human destiny can never be probed fully yet God rewards the person of conscience who asks difficult questions. 


	

	Second Reading (1 Cor 9:16-19. 22-23).

The Pharisees were laymen committed, by word and example, to teaching the way to keep God’s commandments.  So that this could be a service offered freely they practiced a trade to earn their livelihood.  St. Paul continued this practice by working as a tentmaker so that he would not burden his congregation.  In every age the workplace should be a context in which the Gospel is lived in service.


	

	Gospel (Mk 1: 29-39).

The public ministry of Jesus was the context for his disciples to learn the link between divine worship and service of neighbour; both are aspects of the same word in Hebrews, showing the unity of human life in God’s presence.  After the Sabbath service, Jesus was invited to Simon Peter’s home.  Did the disciples expect that he would heal the sick woman?  No doubt word of his kindness in the synagogue spread quickly, so after the Sabbath ended the townsfolk brought others in need of healing.  By withdrawing for a time of prayer Jesus taught that his followers need divine strength to cope with the array of human ills that beset our neighbours.  As an answer to Job, Jesus not only healed those tried in body and spirit, but placed this ministry at the service of the Kingdom of God (Mark 1:15).
